Sart 1vy Foon.—Experiments for the
purpose of discovering the effects of
salt and other condiments when used in
cooking have been made by Dr, Hussen,
It is shown, among ether things, that
in cooking bLutcher's meat only an
ounce of salt should be used with from
six to twelve ounces of meat; if more
is emploped, it will either modify the
s‘ructure of a portion of the muscular
fibre, so as to render it more resistant
to the action of the gastric juice, or it
will itself check and retard the peptic
fermentation, the very groundwork of
digestion. It follows that salted and
smoked meats are more indigestible
than fresh. Vinegar, it appears, may
be used with good effect, provided it is
not in & quantity to irritate the stom-
ach, and 1t is a pure dilution of acetic
acid, freed from sulphuric or hydro-
chloric acid.
