THE STAGE-DEIVEE- 'S ST0SY.

How General Scott's life was Saved
and How His Driver Twice

Escaped Death.
The traveler of the present day, as he is

hurried along by the lightning express, in
its buffet cars and palace sleepers, seldom
reverts in thought to the time when the
stage coach and packet were the only
means of communication between distant
points. It is rare that one of the real old
time stage drivers is met with now-a-day- s

and when the writer recently ran across
Fayette Haskell, of Lockport, N. Y., he
felt like a bibliographer over the discovery
of some rare volume of "forgotten lore."
Mr. Haskell, although one of the pioneers
in stage driving (he formerly ran from
Lewiston to Niagara Falls and Buffalo), is
hale and hearty and bids fair to live for
many years.

On
dashed the horses until the narrow dock
was reached on the river bank, when by a
masterly exhibition of nerve and daring,
tne coach was turned in scarce its ow n
length and the horses brought to a stand-
still before the pale lookers-o- n could re-
alize What had occurred. A purse was
raised by General Scott and presented to
Mr. Haskell with high compliments for
his skill and bravery.
