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E Oleveland a Friend to Laber.

Grover Cleveland, the Democratic
rtancard-hearer, was born in Caldwell,
Essex county, New Jersey, on March
18ch, 1837. His father Richard Cleve-
1ind, was pastor of the Presbyterian
chureh; at that place, at the time of his
Lirth. His mother was a Miss Annie
Neal of Baltimore, Maryland.  When
he was three years old his parents re-
moved to Fayetteville, Onondago
county, New York; here Grover Cleve
land lived until he was 14 years of age.
During the time he attended the vil-
ke s:hool, and the academy fer a short
t'me. DBefore he had completed kis
«comese at the acagemy,lie was appran—
ticed at the village store at a salary
of fifty doilars for the first year, and
one hundred dollars for the second year,
In the meantime his futher and fanily
had moved to Clinton, the seat of
Hamilton college, where Grover joined
the fumily before the expiration of the
second year in the store, and resumed
his studies at the Clinton academy.
1is father was called from here to the
villaze church of Holland Patent. He
preached there only a month when he
died swddenly. The death of his
father left the family in straightened
circumstances. Grover was hoping to
enter IHamilton college, but the death
of his father made it necessacy for him
to earn his own livelihood, The first
vear he acted as assistant teacher and
hook-keeper in the institntion for the
blind, in New York City. In the win-
ter of 13854, he returned to Holland
Patent, to visit his mother, and the
fodowing spring with twenty-five dol-
Iars in Lis pocket, set out for the West
to make his fortune. Reaching Buflulo,
he paid a visit to an uncle, Lewis F.
Allen, a well-kknown stock facmer,
living at Black Rock, a few miles dis-
tant. He made kunown Lis plans to
his uncle whe disccuragzed the western
idea, and indueed the ambitious boy of
17 to remain with him on the farm and
ms3ist in prepaving a catalogne of
blooded Short-horn cattle, which is
known as “Allen’s American Herd
Book.”  Fcr preparing this work
young Cleveland received fifty dollars
»#nd his uncle secured for him

a sitna-
tion 1 the law office of Rogers, Bowen
& Rogers, the leading law firm in Buf-
falo. He entered the office accordingly,
in August, 1855, from which he has
since worked his way to the top of the

“professsion. He les since served as

assistant district attorney, sheriff of
the county, mayor of the city of Buf-
faloand governor of the great Sta‘e of

New York.

He is essentiully a sclf-made man.
Endowed by Nuature with a sound
mind in a strong body, he has Luffeted
the averse waves of poverty and mis—
fortune, and with an indomitable
will he has stemmed the current of
knowledge, until to-day he stands on
the pinnacle of fame. With his early
Christian training and his knowledge
of the world he ie fitted both by natare
and education to be the ruler of a free
geople. Thrown upon the world at an
early age, without money, he was
forced to lubor for a sustenance and an
eduecation, His sympathies ave natur—
ally with the laboring people; with his
clear insight into Lhuman actions, and

his knowledge of men and messures,

he feels and realizes the encroachments
of capital upon labor,

In the course of his remarks before
the Oswegatchie fuir at Ogdensburr,
Oct. 5th, 1883, he gave expression to
this sentiment: “Broad fields, well
tilled, not only secure comfort and in-
come to the farmer, but build up the
commerce of the State and easily supply
the wants of the population. None of
these things result except by labor
This is the magic wand whose touch
creat-s wealth and a great State. So
all of us who work are in our several
ways engaged in building to a higher
reach and nobler proportions the fabric
of a broad commonwealth. Those who
make and execute the laws, join with
those who toil from day to day with
their hands in their several occupa-
tious, all engaged in building up and
protesting the State”

While O'Connor, McSweeney, aud
other natorahized citizens of the United
States were langnishing in British bas-
tiles, arrested as suspects, without war-
Yant of law, or confrouted with any ac-
cuser, James G. Dlaine was Secretary
of State, and openly refused to inter—
fere on behalf of hLis fellow citizens,
holding that the English courts were
the arvitrators of their own laws.

The following extract from a speech
delivered by Hon, Grover Cleveland,
April 9ch, 1882, in St. James Hall,
Buffalo, N. Y., when presiding at a
mass meeting to protest against the
treatment of American citizens, im-
prisoned abroad by the American min-
ister to England :

“From the earliest civilization to be

dowed with certain privileges and ad-
vantages, and entitled to the full
protection of the State. The defense
and protection of personal rights of its
citizens has always been paramount
and the most important duty of a free,
enlightened government.

“And perhaps no government has |
this sacred trust morve in its keeping
than this—the best and freest of them
all; for here the people who are to be
protected ara the source of those pow-
ers which they delegate upen the ex-
press compact that the eitizer. shall be
protected.

For this purpose we choose
who, for the time being, shall manage
the machinery which we have set up
for our defense and safety,

“And this protection wlheres to us

in all lands, and places as an incident
