a national issne.

~Intemperance and its constantly re-
curring horors is not only a moral but
a civil and political evil, not c¢nly a
local but a general, wide-spread and «ll
pervading evil. Like the plagues of
Egypt it enters almost every house-
hokl. Accounts of its ghastly crimes
and galling woes are served up before
us every morning, noon and night from
all parts of our common country.
Secarcely a family in this lund that has
not suffered dircetly or indiwrecily from
the poisoned fangs of this fascinating
and destroying evil. Not a towr, city
or state Lut has experienced the demor-
alizing effects of its deadly malwia,
Our national eapital reflects abroad the
sbame and disgrace in which this evil
has involved the nation.

Prohibition 18 then not only a loeal
.or state issne, but a national question
as I shall prove. Nor is it secoud in
vital importance to the intercst, the
honor and the welfare of our people to
any other issue now before them.  Not
only towns, cities and slates, but the
general government legulizes and sane-
tions the liquor traffic, thereby becom-
ing a party toits cvimes and miseries,
and should be held responsible therefor.
Bat it is argued by the fiiends of the
traffic that the government does not
license norsanction the traffic. Itsim-
ply finds the business here aud taxesit
for the benefit of the treasury, Let us
sece. The government finds a robber
and murderer robling and murdering
the people and instead of punishing and
suppressing him, the government says
:give me a bribe, a fee isall T demand.
I will call it a tax for revenue, anil you
can continue your work of roblery and
murder, Does not the
thus become a partner in the business?
Is not the partaker as bad as the thief!
“What I do by another, 1 do by my-
self,” is an old axiom in law. The liquor
dealer regurds this tax receipt for which
he has paid his money the sume as =
license from the government giving a
legitimate charucter to bis business, and
under its sanction he bids the State
law of Prchibition defiance. Again
the general government hascontrol over
the seaports of the United Stuies and
can prohilit the importatien of intoxi-
cating drinks into the country and
thereby save millions more than all the
revenue amounts to. Again, ifthe gov-
ernment can quarantine against small
pox, yellow fever and cholera, and
against foreign panpers and the heathen
Chinee. Can it not for a still higher
reason quarantine agninst intoxicating
poisons?  Which kills mors victims
than smallpox yellow feyer and cholera
put together, and which makes more

and interstate trade where it now sane-
tions, and, where it can prohibit the
traffic if it saw fit. And if the general
government can and doss prohibit the
sale of hquor to Indians can it not Le
to the whites!

Eprror Review:— Five hundred
thousand ycung shad bave been put

'into the Colnmbia aud s tributaries

this. summer. This is a good move.
But should not scmething be done to
stock the waters of the two Umnpquas
and their tri'mtaries with some new
vatieties? There are no better natursl
streams for fish anywhere than those
of this valley, yet the species thst in-
habit our strenm are few and of kinds
that are not prolific. There is but a
small part of the year that fish are
taken from the river and its tributaries.
The deep waters scarcely ever have any.
Trout are excellent fish, but they will
not thrive in sluggish waters. Most of
our streams in the se'tled part of the
valley afford no fish at all. The salmon
1un up the river for a brief seasen.
Varieties might be added to our streams
that would not interfere with those
ulready here, but would supplement
them, as it were, [f we could have
fish that would remain in the deep
waters Lhe year aiound we would not
need to depend on TPortland for our
fresh fish.  The shad is one of the fin-
est table fish known. It Las few equals,
The waters of the Umpqua, we think,
would be congenial to it. Anothar
fish that would delight the angler and
that we fecl sure would net destroy
others is the Llack bass. T doubt the
propricty of introducing to this coast
that fresh water shark, the pickerel.
He is a fine fellow both on the hook
and on the table, but he is to predatory.
He is not willing to let anything else
live while his maw is craving food.
[ would propose that some action be
taken on this matter. We lave just
as much right to the shad as our friends
living along the Columbia.

Iet a committee be appoiuted to
look up the matter, find out the most
suitable fish to ba imported and re-
commend ways aud means to get them
here. Lex.

Tmumigration.

Eprror Review: Now that the fall
immigration has fairly set in would it
not be well to have every section of
country arranged in the best possille
shape to receive those who come hither-
ward seeking homes. Im my investi
gations last spring when employed by
the Salem Board of Trade to represent
the resources of Marion county, 1 found
that we were not properly prepared
to r1etain the immigrants when they
come here, true we lind a great many
farms for sale, of a'most every grade
and prjce, and yet I was unabls to suit
a majority of cases from the fact that
as a rule to large a payment was ve-
quired for the first paymeut, and tco
short a time allowed to complete the
payment. To fill this want and pro-
vide for the future lmmigrant, there

should be an organization m each coun-
ty of men of means who will Luy lay
off and plot large sections of land ituto
small farms of from twenty to one
hundred acres each and be prepared to
sell the same to immigrants on the pay-
ment of a small sum down, with bal-
ance to be paid on the installment plan
with low rate of interest. Ifad this
been done last spring I could bave re-
turned hundreds of immigrants who
would have made the bLest of citizens
and would put in cultivation thousands
of acres of land now running to waste.
