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Sanctifieation,

For the benefit of our religious readers, and
others as well, who may take an interest in
the subject, we give below a definition of the
term, which to our mind is the best we have
yet seen, in soshort a space, and exactly ac-
cords with the standards on that - subject.
Sanctification is defined by Bishop Foster thus:

““\WWhen a soul is regenerated, all the ele-
ments of holiness are imparted to it, or the
graces are implanted in it, in complete number,
and the perfection of these is entire
sanctification; and hence, we insist tha:t en-
tire sanctification does not take place in re-
generation, for the graces are not then perfee-
ted.  And again; though in regeneration all
the elements of holiness are imparted, all the
rudiments of inbred sin are not dest ; and
hence, again the absence of complete sanctifi-
cation, which when it occurs, expels sin.
Regencration is incipient sanctification in this
sense—it is of the same nature as sanclifica-
tion; and, so far as it extends, is sanctification;
it i3 included in entire sanctification, but is
not so  extensive; it is a degree, but not the
whole of that work,”
