Field For Entevprise.

The following from the Oregonian
exhibits the possibilities of our section
of country if we would just open our
eyes to the sitration and make an
effort to come and invest in a railroad
enterprise from Rosehurg to Coos Bay,
The Oregon Pacific railroad company
has in operation seventy-two miles of
road between Corvallis and Yaquina
Bay. It is standard guage and of ex-
pensive conetruction, and its course
lies through a country only sparscly
settled. And yet, we are told, that
during the past year it has paid not
only all expensesof operation buta
sufficient interest on the capital in-
vested. In this fact lies a demonstra-
tion of very great importance to the
country. If the road to Yaquina bay
pays, so will roads to Coos bay, down
the Umpqua valley, down the Coquille
river, and into Tillamook bay. Itis
not necessary that such roads be of
standard gauge. Narrow gauge roads
costing much less to build, would serve
these cost districts equally well, and
if discreetly managed would yield
handsome returns from the beginning
Light narrow gauge roads might be
built through twenty districts in this
state with the result of yielding fine
profits and of developing the country.
There could not be a finer field for en-
terprise in rail road making in Oregon
at this time.”
