retary Fairchild, offenng to redeem
uncalled 3 per cent bonds to the amount
?10,000,000 if presented before Sept.
15, has been so modified as to offer to
ledeem "until further notice" all three
per cent bonds presented at the Treas- -

ury, at par and with accrued interest
up to tne date of redemption. The
modification extends indefinitely the
amount of the bonds that may be pre-
sented and the date within which they
will be redeemed,

The President and Mrs. Cleveland
will spend next Sunday at the White
House, being expected to return here
on Friday or Saturday. The house is
not yet in a comfortable condition,
being full of workmen who are busy
giving the finishing touches to the
draperies, the placing of the furniture
etc. Up stairs, perhaps, most atten-
tion of all has been given to the reno-
vation of Mrs. Cleveland's boudoir,
the room at the northwest corner of
the house.
