Estimates of the Treasury for the Nest
Fiscal Year.

RIVER AND HARBOR 'MPROVEMENT.

WasiinGron, Dec' 7.—The secretary of
the treasury has sent to congriss estimates of
appropriatians rcquired for the fiscal year ended
Jure 3oth, 1887. The total amount estimated
as required for all expenses of the government
is $325,185,704; which is $14,403,759 less than
the sim called for in the estimates submitted
last year, and $272,691 less than the aggregate
of appropriations for the present fiscal year.
The estimates for 1888 are made up of the fcl
lowing items, Legislative establishment, $3,-
330,883; execulive establishment, $18,125,408;
judicial establishment, $416,200; foreign in-
tercourse $1,035,722; military establishment,
$25.547,689; naval establishment, $20,639,756
Indian affairs, $5,608,873; pensions, $76,252,-
500, public works, $27,160,694; postal service,
$4,729,553; miscellancous, $24,138,689; per-
manent annual appropriations, $116,609,822;
grand total, $325,185,704.

The estimates for the executive establish
ment, judicial establishment, military estab-
lishment, naval establishment, pubilc works,
and the postal service are in e.cess of the ap-

ropriations for those objects for the current
iscal year. There is an increase of about $4.-
000,000 for public works, about 4,000,000 fer
naval establishment, about $1,000,000 for the
military, and nearly $4,000,000 for the postal
service establishment,

The estimates for river aml harbor improve-
ment aggregate $30,281,749. The principa)
items of these estimates are: $264,000 for the
harbor at Boston; $250,000 for the harbor ay
Buffalo and $10,000 each for the harbors at
Coos Bay, Oregon, and Wilmington, Cal,;
$200,000 for Humboldt Bay, and $250,000
for the harbor at Qakland, Cal.: $200,000 fur
Yaquina bay, Or,, $500,000 for obstructions in
Fast river and Hell Gate, N, Y. $5,000,000
for the Miss. viver bslow Cairo, 111; $1,055-
000 for improving harbors in the Miss, aiver
below Caro, Iil.; $115,000 for 1mprovements
on the Missounl river from its mouth to Sioux
City, Towa, $400,000 for the Columbia river,

These estimates are not furnished as part of
the annual estimates for the public service but
are inscrled in the book of estimates as the
amount according to the chief of engineers
“‘that can be profitably expended in the next
hiscal yearon wach of the incomplete waork:
mentioned.”

THE GAME LAW—A FEW WJORDS -

As time 15 drawing near when it will be
“close season, for all kinds of deer—itis
close now for male deer, clk etc., we think a
few remarks on the proper observation of the
game law will be in place.

Of late years, in some portions of the coun-
try, the game law has been a dead lelter; no
attention whatever 15 paid to it by certain
classes, more or less lawless 1n their conduct
other ways, and by a few would be respecta-
Lle members of society who would held up
their hands in holy horror if it should be in-
timated to them, ever so widely, that they
were transgiessors agamnst the rights of ther
law abiding neighbors.  We have gowl game
laws gotten up by talented men, sports-
men and gentlemen, who bave given the sub
ject much thought and moditied and amended
them from time to time to meet the approbation
of certain classes who cry out at the injustice
of anything that does not permit the wholesale
slaughter ofgame atall tunes and places we
have these laws and it is not a hardship to any
one to live under and olserve them, and it be-
hooves every cilizen to do his utmost to see
that they are observed, for public opinion
will have more tendency to drveit out than
all the sheriffts and constablesin christendom.

A true sportsman is a man who needs no
game law (0 govern s actions for there is an
unwritten law—a law of humanity—that he
will not transgress  The game law is made for
certain individuals  who  recognize no law
human or divine and vbserve none only through
fear of the conseyuence if transgressed.  For
sich as these the game law has a better taste.

A man that will kill 2 mother doe, or shoot
amother bird off her nest —game law or no
game law-—is a miserable wretch and no ap-
peal that can lie made to his manhood or sell-
respect will be heeded.

It is strange that men well respected by
their o quaintences, anid having most ofthe ac
complishments that makea passable manin
other respects are lax in this one thing and
continue to slap thislaw in the face with the

most brazen effrontry.

At the meeting of the next legislature there
will e an attempt made by the game butchers
to have the present game law repealed. As
an inducement to the farmers to lend it their
help, it will he claimed that the present law
favors the city sportsmen as it allows them to

-It isidle to sneer at such
language as inaplicable to *'so trifling a mat
ter as killing a few birds out of season,” It is
applicable and mothing more than a plain
statement of facts.  That it hits hard some of
whom such things ought not to be said is not |
our fault, we do not make them offenders and
we simply speak of the acts they have know-
ingly and willfully committed unneccessary
terms. If they donot Iike such expressions
they can avoid them by giving no cause for
them, but they need not thinkthey can be
thieves and expect us to regard them as gen-
tlemen.

For unlawful killing of game we have laws
that impose fines, but something more than
mere money forfeiture is needed. It 15 an evil
of legisiation that its burdens fall unequally
in many cases, according to the pecuniary cir-
cumstances of thuse who incur penalties.- The
poor man finds it difkcult to pay a fine that is
a mere bagatelle for the rich man.

By theharsh judgment of the world th®
poor are condemned while the nch are rein-
stated as soon as the fine is paid, and men
who would not be seen speaking to the ragged
poacher are ckeek by jowl with the poacher
in broadcloth who destroyed their sport.
This is ncither just nor manly, and the men
who act thus dare not avow in principal what
they do in fact. It is both cowardly and sub-
versive of the high moral sentiment which
distinguishes the man of character from the
man without character. It tends also to pre-
vent enforcement of the game laws by creating
a class of priviledged offenders, men who can
buy absolution cheaply, whenever they see fit
to oppose their selfish desires to the rights of
the catire public. Such men can be reached
only in one way, and that is by being made to
pay the penalty of loss of secial pesition.
Thev deserve this and it should be demanded
of them.

Justice and sell-protection demand that
every sportsman should treat alike all law
breakers.
