If it is true that the greatest stady
of mankind is man it is also true that
the greatest study for man is how to
govern himself. Political science and
fine spun theories of government are
good enough in their way; Utopia and
New Antlantis are very charming
dreams for the diciples of Moore and
Bacon bul in this Republic where all
power emanate from the people the
lessons of government should be a
practical every day stady. It is a
matter that directly concerns them
and they should consider the subject
as one of importan® business. Our
plan of government is stmple in form-
o simple that a chill should compre-
hendit. “All powers not delegated
to the United States by the constitu-
tion nor prohibiied by it to the states
are resorved tothe skates respectively
or to the people,” and “the enumera-
tion in the constitution of certain
rights, shall not be construed to deny
or disparage others retained by the
people.” These ave constitutional
rights and arereferred tonow only to
remind our readers of the vast pawers
that rest absolutely undisturbed and
unimpaived with she pao%ﬂe and to im-
press the importanceof wisdom ani
prodence in exercising them. In view
of the simplicity and liberality of our
polity it seems stiange that we should
be environed by dangers peculiar to
monarchies and despotisms. The form-
ation of secret labor leagues, the ap-
parent antagonism between labor and
capital, the presencein our midst of
communistic and socialistic organjza-
tions bode no good for the future.
That these do exist is plainly the fault
of the paople. Tt is their fault that
corporations have been fostered; have
grown rich and are domineering; it is
their fault that too much of our public
domain has been given away without
consideration. In short, it is their
fault that we have wasted our patri
mony and that the winter of our discon-
tent has come without provision for a
cheering warmth and that there isa
gloomy outleck. There 1s no use de-
nying it; there has not been a fime,
hour or moment that the people counld
not have ordered a halt. They have
nobody but themselves to blame that
they may have selected demagogues and
scoundrels to be their agents. They
did it all in calm, cool blood and in con-
science and law are bound to ratifv
their deings. No vested right so long
as the principal looked on and tacitly
acquiesced can be disturbed. The
faith of every honorable man is pledged
to protect those rights. Inallits hid-
eous deformity stands the work of the
past. We cannot disturb it but we can
and must manage the present and con-
trol the fature. The people can de-
mand that hereafter no large landed
estates shall be created, nor an acre
given away except for homes tq citizens
under existing laws. It has been a
common boast that the increase of our
population has been marvelons. The
fourth of July orator that makes that
boast is a fool and just fitted forgnshing
occasions. The father that hoasts of
the birth to him of a child when the
rest-of his children ave starving isa
brute or has not sense enough to
comprehend what constitutes murder,
much less his msibilities to society.
We have also boasted that this is the

It
bears no interest or profit to the - peo-
ple. Either the iniquitous system
that gathers this surplus should at
once be abolished or the doors of the
vaults torned outward. By proper
means this money should be kep’ in
circulation. Coast defences shonld be
constructed; a mnayy should be buflt
and rivers and harbors should be im-
proved, and whatever, if any, remain,
should be distributed among the states;
there to be used not to relieve the tax
payer from the usual and proper bur-
then of direct local taxation, but to
make good highways and broaden the
avenues of commerce, We repeat the
lessons of government should become
an everyday practical study for the
people. By discouraging improvident
immigration, by elevating the status of

THE NATIONAL DEBT AND NA-

TIONAL BANKS.

By Hox.J ofix BuRxerr OF CORVALLIE,

The surplus resolution passed by

the hast congress, requiring the secre-

tary of the treasury to apply all surplus

money in the treasury to the payment

of the public debt, sbows the feeling of

the people upon that subject, and in.

dicates their desire that the debt shall

be extinguished as speedily as possible,

and yet there is no doubit but that
there are, and have been for years
great interests at work Lo prevent the

payment of the national debt, and to

permanently fasten upou us the odious
British funding system, A scheme

which reverses our traditional policy

of a debt paying nation and prostrates

the people at the fect of the monied
power of the country. Nothing but
the independence and vigilance of an
untrammeled and out-spoken press,
sounding the key-note of alarm, will
prevent the successful carrying out of
this scheme of the monicd classes led
hy the national banks of the conulry,
by which the labor and producing in-
terests would be pawned t> the money
kings with no hope of redemption. We
have nlready paid since the close of the
war two thousand two hundred millions
of dollars as interest money, and while
there has been a gradual reduction of
the principal of the pullic debt, there
| is yet remaining unpaid of the prin-
cipal, over a thousand wmillions of dol-
Jars. Washington, Adams, Jefferson,
Madison, Monroe, Jackson, the bright-
est stars in our gulaxy of president,
urged the prompt and spcedy payment
of the public debt and especially warned
the country against imitating the fund

ing systems of Europe. It is now
twenly-one years since the war closed
and more than half of the principal of
the pnblic debt has been payed, to-
gether with the immeuse amount of in

terest before mentioned, and with the
immense revenues of the government
drawn from the people through the
tariff, internal revenue and other forms
of taxation we could pay cvery dollar
of the nationul debt Lefore the close of
the present century, but it is bayond
our reach. By a canning piece of lez-
islation known us “An act to auther-
ize the refunding of the national debt,”
approved July 14, 1870. The secre-
tary of the treasury was authorized to
sell a thousand million of dollars worth
of bends that could not be paid until
the next century, In whose interest
was such a law passed ! Certainly not
of the poople, as it required a contin-
ual payment of interest. No it was
passed in the interest of the money
lenders and the national baaks.

In his speech of the 20th of October
last, at Pittsburg, Mr. Blaine informs
us that there is but a little more than
two hundred million of the public debt
that can be paid within this century
and that the remaining portion, con-
stituting nearly one half of the original
amount of the principnl of the debt,
must go over to the nextcentury, On
account of this condition of the puble
debt he says: “I venture the assertion
that there has not been since the na-
tional election in 1860, a finauncial crisis
so urgent and so pressing as the one
which will ba upon the American peo.
ple within the next two years.” .

At the close of the war the bulk of
the debt was in what was known as
five-twenty bonds, payable at any time
after 20 years in any, kind of lawful
money of the United States. A course
of legislation was soon afterwards
adopted as I have shown which resulted
by @ funding system in changing it
into a coin debt, and greatly extending
the time in which it could bo p#d.
This scheme was opposed by Thaddens
Stevens and some other able men, who

powerful corporations of the country
prevailed. The leading causes of the
desire to perpetnate the national debt
ave, first, 1t offers to the possessors of
loanable capital the apportunity to in-

curities at fair interest which are ox-
empt from ail taxes, national, state,
county, school or municipal. Second.
Another equally as active and more un-
scrupulous cause, is the founding of a
banking system on the public debt,
which affords to wealthy corporations
a means whereliy they can rvealize al-
most a handred fold retarn for their
investments, These are the active
agencies that are at work and have been
for years, to fasten upon the people the
curse of n national debt,

Wealthy men here in Oregon take
advantage of this condition of affuirs,
and through the instrumentality of the
national banks, defraud the state,
county, school and municipalities ont

ment of their just proportion of taxes.
It 1s done in this way: “A has, say a
hundred thousand dollars in good
promissory notes; he takes them to a
bank just before the assessor comes
around and deposits, and has assigned
to him that amount of governmant
bonds; when the assecssor comes his
means are in  non-taxable bonds.
Probably the next day he takes up his
collaterals, re-assigns the bonds and
the job is complete.” In what other
way can we aftount for the fact that
numbers of wealthy men in this state,
who pay taxes on from ten to fifteen
thousandjdollars, are just as well known
to be worth from one hundred thous-
and to five hundred thousand dellars
as any other fact that bas noi been
proved in court. For this reason alone
the people are vitally inferested in the
speedy payment of these non-taxable
bonds.

It must be manifest to every one that
the pational banks are greatly inter-
ested in perpetuating forever the na
tional debt, for they live on it; in it
they have their being. When the debt
is paid “their occupation is gone;” they
die.

The national Bank act was passed
in 1864 and under its provisions nearly
three thousand banks have come into
existence. They have the authority to
issue and control one-third of the cir-
culating medium of the country; agd
must of course éxert an immense in-
fluence over the business interests and
legislation of the nation. As an evi-
dence of their power, in 1877 when an
effort was made in congress to reduce
the interest on a certain class of bonds
and an act for that purpose, the
president vetoed the bill, and gave as
a reason that a portion of the 41 per
cent. bonds that would be taken up
under the act wasin ion of the
national banks and no exception had
L.een made in the Actin their favor.

No goud reason has
ever been given, nor can any be, why
congress snould not furnish to the peo-
ple the three hundred mallion of dol-
lars cf the circnlating wediom of the
countay directly i legal tender notes,
instead of doing it indirvectly through
the national banks. The constitutional
authority of-congress to provide a cnr-
rency for the whole country 18 uow
firmly established.

In Veazis bank vs, Fermo & Wall
533-548 Chief Justice Chase, in de-
livering the option of the court, said:
“It cannot be doubted that under the
constitution the power to provide a
civeulation of coin is given to congress
And it is settled by the uniform prac-
tice of the government nnd by repeated
decisions that congress may const¥u-
tionally authorize the emission of bills
of cradit.” y

Congress has undertaken to supply
a national currveney consisting of coin,
treasury notes (greenbacks), and bills
of national barks in about equal pro-
portions, Let the national banks be
abolished by the payment of the inter-
est bearing bonds, npon which they are
based. They have too muach power
over the people and the government—
ever business nud ‘politics—nwl too
wmuch disposed to exercise that power
to the prejudice of the freedom and
equality which shounld precail ina re-
publie, to be allowed to existin our
country. Let theiv cirenlation be sup-
plied by greenbagks. If it be said this
is a debl, T answem it bears no interest
and is the people’s money dircet from
the fountain head, with no intersening
| power that might at any time by with-
drawing their civenlation, involwe the
whole conntry in utter and complete
bankruptey and ruin, and become a
standing menace to the government it
self,

In the case of Sullivan vs. liveen-
man, decided March 3, 1884, the su-
preme court of the United States held
that congress has the constitutional
power o make the treasury notes of
the United States a legal tender in the
payment of privale debts, in time of
peace as well as in time of war. Thus

[ cra ving fur vegetable narcotics which scicnee
lhnn failed to explain.  To such persons the
chewing »f these substances seems as natural
{and as pleasant as the chewing of the eud to
{ the iminant.  And thereis.a facinationin the
 habit very dificult tounderstang—a facination
so strong that few have moral courage
enough to resist it.  Rarely indeed does the
| inveterate chewer discontimue the halit and of
{those who have tried lo doso, only a lew
have succeeded. The chewer of tobacco
would rather sacnifice half of his meal than the
quid which invarinbly follows it. Dut the
‘cr:wiug for tohaceo, though strong, is less ur-
!gcnl and less irresistalile than the craving lor
the betel nut.  When the habit of betel nut
Fchcwing has become fixed il scems utterly im-
{ possible to abandon it. The vietim wears
t oul his teeth, his gums, his digestion, and then
{ dies hungering lor another cﬁuw.
| The betel nut is the great narcotic of Tnidia
and the halnt of chewing it **has extended
from the islands of the Indian archipelage,
[ where it is chiefly found, to the continent of
| Asia; itsuse1s now universal from the Red
[sea o Japan.,” The nul grows on a species
fof palm known as the areca catechu. Ttis
{ about the size of a cherry, slightly pear-shaped
very hard, ofa bright yellow colorand en-
closed in a husk similar to that of the zocoa-
nut. It iscalled by the natives penaug. The
palm on which il grows is a graceful tree,
about thirty feet in height and eight inches in
diameter; and at the age of six years it hegins
to bear. It thrives well in most parls of
tropical India, the Indian archipelags, and the
Philippine islands. In Java and Sumatm
there are large plantations of it to meet the
demand for home consumption and for export
to distant islands and provinces; the greater
sart of Sumatra’s exporl going lo China.
he betel nut, as prepared for chewing, does
not consist of the areca nut alone, lut of a
small piece of “‘chunam” (quicklime made
from shells) to give it a flavor and correct the
bitterness of the coveringin which they are
enclosed. These lwo(tﬁc slice of areca nut
and the piece of chunam] are wrapped in a
leaf of the betel pepper (piper betle) which 1s
an evergreen creeping or climbing plant like
the ivy, having a leal somewhat resembling the
citron. Ifthe cheweris a man of delicate
taste and can afford the expense, he will add a
little tobacco with a view of augmenting his
pleasure to the highest degree. A quid thus
prepared consists, then, of four wgredients
viz., abetel leal, a piece of penaug, a lit of
lime, and a serap of tobacco, and is supposed
to leave nothing to be desired,

In the Philippine island, buyo, asthe hetel
roll is called is offered to every one who enters
n house precisaly as a pinch of snuffor a cigar
is offered in western countries. Every one
who can afford it takes a fresh buyo  every
hour. g

Under the use of the betel nut the lips, gums,
t e and teeth are stained a brick red; and
in time the teeth become perlectly Hlack and
often crumble to a level with.the gums, more-
over theskin becomes dry, and the flow of
saliva is increased. Bul asanoffset (o these
disadvantages, it sweetens the breath, and
cleanses and cools the mouth.

“The juice is nsually bat not always, swal-
lowed. On those who are accustomed 1o its
use it exerts a weak but conlinueus and sus-
tained exhilarating influence. Only tobacco,
amul§ the narcoties in common use, is con-
sumed in larger quantities than the betel mut.
