But the see-
ond and most important object of tech-
nical education and particvlaly of
that branch of it that relates to agri-
culture is to prevent a retrograde
movement of civilization. Civilization
depends upon the diyision of labor, this
again depends upon the amount of sur-
plus food and raiment produced by the
farmer, if this surplus is great, a large
number of men can devote themselves
to other pursuits, if the surplus be
small a smaller, number can pursue
other oceupations, bt as land becomes
exhausted and population becomes
greater, moreIwork must be done to
create the same surplus as bLefore, or
the same amonnt of work must be more
productive than before; hence the
necessity of better metlodsof farming
and more intelligent labor. Suppose,
for example that there are 50,000,000
of people in the United States to-day
and that of these, 5,000,000 ave farm-
ers; these 5,000,000 produce food
enpugh for themselves and families
and the remaining 45,000,000. Now
if the populatior should remain the
same and the seil worn out,
tha 5,000,00C conld no longer produce
the same amount of food and raiment
as before and hence either the number
of farmers must be increased at the ex-
pense of the 15,000,000 or else the
5,000,000 must be aided by improved
methodscf farming, if this could not
be done civilization must suffer. Now
this is the actual tendency of things
and unless be arvested the
movement is downward.  Many
periods of civilization have flourished
and decayed, and there can be no ques-
tion, that one cause at least is to be
founi in the want of improved methods
of agriculture. This then is one of
the objects of Industrial Education to
arrest the retrograde movement of
civilization, This proposition might
be indefinitely illustrated, but it can-
not be attempted Lere.

In this
impor‘ant branch of industry bhe al-
ready holds the Lalunce of power;and
unless something is done to check bis
inroads he will soon be in the majority.
As the “Anti Coolie Party” scems to
have weakened, and Prohibition is on
the decline, the coyote might be used
to advantage asa third party issue.
The “Anti Coolie Clubs” could be
changed to Coyote Clubs and iustead of
hunting Chinamen they could huut
coyotes, and in this way gratify their
thirst for blood and serve their county
too. T would also suggest tha' “Re-
form Clubs” be changed to Coyote
Clubs, they might then be able to
strike an effective God and
home and the little lambs.  What the
country needs in order to cope with
this formidable varmint is u thorough
organization. A gieat many scalps are
lost annually for want of an vrganized
effort, T have heard of at least a hui-
dred coyotes Leing shot in this neigli-
borliood, and only kuow of three o
four scalps being securvd.  Almost
everv  hunting party that gues out
shoots 2 or 3, but for waut of dogs or

The thing to do is to agitate
this question and organize ciubs. Hav-
ing had considerable experience in
hunting coyotes, I will offer a few sug-
aestions for the benefit of ¢clnbs when
organized. Eceb club should be armed
with repeat ng rifles und suppled with
at least 15 dogs, as Pollows, three point-
ers for starters, six hounds Lo turn
loose after the game is up, and six Lull
dogs to Le hell in reserve for the final
strugale.

A coyote when pursued by hounds
usually runs in a circle around the base
of some mountain, and as the pursuit
continues be gradually contracts the
circle, always approaching the summit.
After getling his circuit definitely loca-
ted send a man on top of the hill with
the bnll dogs. The other members of
the club thould then take slations ab
convenient intervals, and s the coyote
comes around fire at every opportunity,
By keeping up a continual fusilade in
three or four hundred shots, some one
may hit him which will greatly sinply-
fy matters and inciease the chances of
securing his sealp
