I with
others that read the paper, formed a
small company to come and see Oregon,
and on the first day of April we arrived
in Roseburg and found that the climate
was what would suit almost any per
gon. Then we hunted the editor of
Tue Review and found him an open-
hearted pleasant gentleman, was told
that he was a miuister, after conversing
with him 1 come to the conclusion that
he would work for the interests ef
Douglas county in a way that would
_give satisfaction to new comers. The
citizens should appreciate these efforls
“T was in Ovegon about a month, or
until May 1st when I boarded the
train for Minnesota again, intending to
return to Oregon as soon as I could
fix my business so I could, all went
well until winter set in on the first of
November lust, then worse and worse
the cold bore duwn until the mercury
reached 50 degrees below zero and hung
on from 50 below to ten below when I
reccived a holiday number of Tne Re
view which started wy neighbors to
talking of Jregon again, so on the 7Tth,
of this month I with two neighbors
started for Oragon. The snow when I
started was 12 inches deep, and very
cold. I saw the ice palace in St. Punl
and ice and snow every where through
Dakota and Montana, the snow was
from one to five feet deep and it teok
three engines to get our train along
mercury on saveral gceasions mavked
50" below zero, Through western Dako.
ta and Montsna the cattle are in a
famishing condition, there is no feed
for them®and the snow is very deep,
and ice frozen to their backs, they cer-
tainly must die by the thousand, and
this is the condition of things until we
came through the Cascade mounntains.
Yéu may be assured that the patches
of grass and the nice orchards gave en-
chantment to the scene, although peo-
ple look at the little snow storm that
they bave had asa terrible calamity., 1
will say that this is one of Gods favored
spots, 1 have come to stay and there
will be a dozen families from the same
place soon to locate in this country.
We ask for a welcome and we will try
to be worthy citizens. To look from
the window where I am writing and
soe the people plowing fields for geain
and to think that eight days ago I was
at home where the ground is frozen at
least four feet deep, and cannot possi-
bly be fit to plow in six weeks, it is
quite @ contrast, and grass cannot be
as green as it is here before the 20th,
of April, Now in conclusion I will
say that the holiday numbers of Tae
Review is doing more in the east to
advance this part of Oregon and show
up its advantages than anything that
has been sent ont, there were three
copies sent to our, town and they
were read until they were worn out,
as the whole population of that coun.
try is anxious for a milder climate. -

The sensation of the past week on

cf one of the most reckless specimens
of legislation that was ever presented
to any Congress: “The Universal
Pension BillL” Not that his action
was a surprise to those who watched
his course in regard to pension matters
for he has shown, on several occasions
already that he has the courage to d°
his duty. But as Representative
Springer said, no man ever filled the
office of President before Mr. Cleve-
land, who would have the buldness to
veto snch a bill which had passed both
houses of Congrees by more than two
thirds majority, and which had so pow-
erful a sentiment at the back of it.
Echoes of congratulation haye been
coming back to the President from all
parts of the country, and bhe has
heard plenty of censure from the mere
partisans who have learned to regard
the war as their personal legacy.
But he will have the praise, approval
and gratitude of the great mass of the
people of all sections, the tax-paying
civilian and the honest veteran, of
all true patriots both of the Nortk and
South. )

Should this remarkable pension bill
become & law) it would give a pension
to every ex-Union soldier who can not
earn the sort of living he would like—
in other words, to every man who wus
in the Federal army and is yet alive
[t would give & pension to cvery
drankard and shiftless loafer who was
in the army for ninety days, eveu if
his disability is due solely to his own
vices. It would give a premium to
mendicancy and indolence, for nothing
convinces a man that he is unable to
work like showinz him that he can
live without it.

And then think of the millions after
millions of the psoples money that such
a bLill would waste. It would double
the pension burden of the United
States making it £150,000,000 a year.
[t would make the roll call of pen-
sioners larger than the Federul army
ever was and four times as large as the
whole standing army of England.

The Republican members of Con
gress have made but little comment
upon the subject. The velc message
seems to have taken their breath.
Rep. Stalnecker, of N. Y, thinks the
message is the ablest stale paper of
Mr. Cleveland’s term.  Said he, It
takes up the bill, scetion by section,
and just tears it to tatters. In stating
his reasons for the veto, he has built a
fort around Lim which it will be pretty
difficult to storm.” .

A western congresswian, who was
speaking of the President’s courage
said, “my admiration for him was
never great until now, He has
turned his face against a sentiment
before which all parties have bowed,
and if he is sustained by Congress,
this incident may be the turning point
of a popular reaction against the abuse
of the whole pension business”

Another enthusiast over the Presi-
dent’s pluck said, “Itis the greatest
ard the best thing that Clevelund ever
did. It required just such a man as
he to put a firm foot down against a
system of legislation which threatened
to swamp this Government. “Rep-
resepiative Oates of Alabama, re-
marked that this veto would make the
South solid again.

Indeed there was no limit to this
pension business and there appeared
to be nobody with courage enough to
say where it should stop, Of course
the President has not fixed a final
limit to this kind of pernicions legisla-
tion, but he has shéwn himself equal to
the situation. He hns drawn the at
tention of the country to the abuse in
such a way that the people who pay
the taxes will begin to think it over.

If he had signed this Pauper Pen-
sion b#ll; he would doubtless have been
called upon during the year to signa
gupplementary bill—a bill pensioning
all men who wanted to enlist in the
Federal army, but who were physi-
cally unable or were needed at home
Ly dependent families. Why not!
