RAILROAD COMMISSION,

First Meeting—At Adjourns.

The railroad commission, which has leen
in sesston since last Monday, occupied its
lime only mm the transaction of routine
business, and in mapping out plans for
future work. The following rules respecting
the verifications of petitions and answers and
the service and form of notice were adopted:

Rule 1.  Ali petitions to the board and an-
swers thereto by parties complained of shall
be verified in the same manner as petitions
and complaints in the courts in the state arc
required to be verified by the civil code of
Oregon.

Rule 2. Notice of the filing of a petition
making complaint against any corporation
shall issuc under the seal of the board and
shall be served len days bLefore the party com-
plained of shall be required to answer. Such
notice shall be served by the clerk of the
board sending Lo the party complained of a
copy of the notice, together with a copy of the
complaint enclosed in a letter, directed to the
party to be served at his address or postoffice
where he resides or usually reccives his mail,
the smid letter to be registered and sent
through the United States mail; service to Le
deemed complete after the mailing ol such
letter, when the usual time has elapsed fer
the conveyance of the United States mail
trom the place where such leiter was mailed
toits destination. The clerk shall make his
return of service on the original notice, aad
hle the same in the gffice of the board. Ser-
vice of said nolice may be made upon a cor
poration by serving the same on any officer or
person connected - therewith, upon whom a
summons in an action at law ¢an he made un-
der the civil code in like cases. Said notice
shall be in the following form:

FOR 1887.

Roschurg sends in « small shipment—the

The weather has not been the most pieas-
anl imaginable for the past week or ten days
and there has been no end to growling on
that account. The general verdict is that no
such spring has ever Leen seem in Oregon.
This shows how forgetful people are of their
blessings and what » tendency they have to
magnify their troubles. Yesterday the first
lot of Oregon strawberries of the season, cight
pounds, was rcceived here from Mr. Bellows,
of Roseburg. In looking ever the files of
The Oregonian for last year, it is found that
the very first lot of Oregon strawberries was
received here from The Dalles May 22, and
there were none for sale in the markets till
the 25th, when they came in from both The
Dalles and Southern Oregon. The paper of
May 26 says: “Those who grumbled about
the showery weather of last week would be
glad to see a smart shower now.” In the pa-
per of May 17 mention is made of “‘the moist
cloudy weather of the past few wecks" and of
the fact that the sun came out on that day and
the thermometer went up to 81 degrees and
it seemed as if summer had come 1o stay.
And then follow some remarks about the
cool, moist weather being all for the best,
Boit scems that there was as much cool,
moist weather last spring as we have had this
spring, and probably more. In 1885 Oregon
strawberries were received here about the 5th,
of May. The spring was dry and warm, and
greal fears were expressed that there would
be poor crops on account of lack of rain.
