state, for the presidentinl nominatien
next year, Senator Sherman, in poiut
of ability and experience, is one of
the most prominent public men in the
republican party, but as a presidential
factor, there has been nothing
in his long public career which has
ever linked him with the "cause of the
people. He has grown rich in office,
heing a millionaire and as secretary of
the treasury under Hayes he was the
subservient t of the Wall street
money power. That there would be
a powerful effort made by the corpora-
tions to elcct Senator Sherman no one
can doubt, Probably with the single
vxception of Leland Stanford, of Cali-
fornia, who is to be considered as a
presidential quantity; there is no man
in the nation, who would suit tlie rail-
roads, the banks, the Jay Goulds and
the money cormorants more as presi-
dent than Mr. Sherman. With this
class, on the other band, Mr. Blaine,
who must be regarded as the head of
the republican party, is not popular.
Not, in fact, because they doubt his
subserviency to the money powe: a¢
the famous Delmonico dinner testified,
but because Mr. Blaine entertsins
many demagogic schemes that would
doubtless considerably wunsettle (he
business of the country, provided it
were ever so unfortunate as to clevate
bim to the chief magistracy.
