LoxpoN, Oct. 28.—The Pall Mall
Gazette this afternoon summarized the
result of the British cabinet meeting
yesterday, as foliows:

Marchand must be withdrawn un-
conditivpally and no undertaking or
promise can be given Lodiscuss the
questions raised by France in regard
to access to the Nile, ete. When
Marchand is withdrawn it will be de-
termined whether the question raised
admits of discussion and under what
coanditions the discussion can be pro-
ceeded wich.

If Marchand is not withdrawn, there
will be no interference with his re-
maining at Fashoda, or date fixed for
hia withdrawal. Necessarily
forcements will not be permitted to
reach him.

“The skies have been for a time
darkened by the cloud of war, but as
we were compelled to take up the
sword In the causze of humanity, we
are permitied to rejoice that the con-
flict has been of brief duration, and the
losses we have had to mourn, though
grevious and i1mportant have been so
few, consideriog the great results ac-
complished, as to inspire us with grati-
tude and praise to the Lord of Hosts.
We may laud and magnify his holy
name that the cessation of hostilities
ecame 80 so0n a8 to spare both sides the
eountless sorrows of protracted war.

*I do, therefore, invite all my fellow-
citizens, those at home as well as those
who may be &t sea or sojourning ip
foreign lands, to set apart and observe
Thursday, the 24th day of November,
as a day of pational thanksgiving, to
come together in their several places
of worship for a service of praise and
thanks to Almighty God lor the bless-
ings of the year, the mildness of the
seasons and the frultfulness of the
soil; for the continued prosperity of
the people; for the devotion and valor
of our countrymen; for ihe glory of
our victory and the hope of a righteous
peacs, and to pray that the divine
guidance which bas brought us here-
tofore to safety and bhoner may be
graciously continued in the yearsto
come.
