AFTER INSURANCE MONEY.

Coney Isiand Saloou Keepers Accased of
Burning Thelr Property.

NEW YORK, May 26.—A fire which
started in the Bowery district, of
Coney island, aboul 4 o'clock this
moroing seems to have threatened the
complete destruction of the bathing
paviiions, restaurants and summer
hotels and small stores in that section
of the island. The Brooklyn police
reserves have been ordered out and at
5 o'clock this morning the fire is not
yet under control.

Reports received by the Evening
*Norld from Coney island are to the
effect that two fires broke out simul-
taneously on both ends of the ‘‘Bow-
ery,” about five squares apart and
close to the beach. The places where
the two fires originated were both al-
most inaccessible for fire eogines.
The fact that the fires broke out eimul -
taneously and at places so difficult of
access on the part of the firemen is
taken as an indication that the fires
were of incendiary origin.

The police board of Greater New
York, which bhas jurisdiction over
Copey Island, located asit isin the
borough of Brooklyn, recently iesued
sweeping orders insisticg upon a rigid
enforcement of the law so far a3 Sun-
day saloons and concert halls are con-
cerned. Bome there are who thiok
certain residents of Coney Island may
have preferred to collect insurance
money rather than suffer the financial
loss which would have resulted from
the carrying into effect of these orders
from the city authorities.

The fire swept along two of the board
walks close to the beach, s veritable
cyclone of flames, destroying concert
halls, summer gardens, saloons, small
houses and stores. These buildings
were all constructed of frame material
and there seemed to be nothing to
check the progress of the flames.

Spain Cannot Meet In-

terest Payments.

NeEw YoORrRK, May 20.—The Times’
London finaneial correspondent cables:
Paris has at last betrayed dyomwptoms
of tiredness, The French are mur-
velous people, the most painfully
thrifty in the world, buteyen vhey
eanoot supply means for all the follies
to which they are invited to subseribe.
Early last week sume of their industri-
al puper structures begnn to crumble,
and suddenly the bourse found itself
over loaded in many cirections. It
has been sulky ever since, and twice
during the week it looked almost dis-
posed to abandon Spanish investment.
Poor old Spain seems aboutto throw
up the sponge and apologetically re-
pudiate. No oneexpectedany govern-
ment official to admit baokruptey
squarely; your 3paniard bhas far too
much dignity to do anythiog of the
sort. DButan indirect admission does
just as wall, so the nextdebt coupon
is nou to be paid until the cortes votes
the new bodget with fresh taxes,
which is not a job of lightoing express
order. Worse still, in some respects,
the government has viciously kicked
the Bank of Spalu, so that it may die
of ill usage. Spaio has oo commerce
to speak of, except what foreigners
conduet. The Bank of Spain has,
therefors, levied on the government
by the simple process of making it
advances as required out of inereased
issue of notes. The security given
consisted of Cuban bonds, tressury
notes and 4 per cent redeemable bonds.
The interest on the Cuban bonds has
been frankly suspended, that onall
the other debtes has been postponed,
and—harder treatment that is, if pos-
sible—the redemption drawings on re-
deemable bonds have been stopped.

Cuban Soldiers Did Not
Trade Guns for

Money.

HavaNa, May 28.—Not a soldier has
thus far appeared at La Punto to re-
ceive the honorarium of $75 allotted
by the United States for the surrecder
of arms and disbandment of the men
composing the Cnban army.

At three minutes of 10 o'clock Sat-
urday morning, the hour set to begin
the payment of the troops, Mujur
Franecis S. Dodge, of the paymaster's
densrtment. drove up in a four-mule
team with 830,000 in gold and $8,000 in
silver. Six guards accompanied him,
and details of men from the Eighth
infantry, was prasent as commissioner
of the United States.

Geperal Ruis Rivera, who was in-
ducted into the office of ciyil governor
of Havana, was there to receive the
arms, with a representative of General
Gomez, four or five Cuban officers and
15 reporters. Half a dozen American
clerks +with the rolls of the Cuban
army sat about & long table at the
headquarters of the Eighth regiment.
A bag oi gold was displayed, but there
were no applicants for a share of it.
The spectators spent the time in dis-
cussing why no Cubans appeared.
General Rivera said that, though
there were 4310 enrolled privates and
non commissioned officers in ‘the
Fourth corps, lew of them lived in Ha-
vana. He explained they were outside
the ecity, and would probabiy appear
atother places in the provinces and
get their apportionment. Nearly all
the officers, he added, are in Havana.

The representative of Gomez, who
has peen acting for the latter, in an
interview with Governor-General
Brooke, took a gloomy view of the
affai=. He said the Americans, io
stipulating that the Cubaps must give
up their arms, had caused a bad im-
pression amoug the Cubans.

A group of Cubanm officers, who
proved to be some of General Mayai
Rodrizuez’ staff. had in the meanwhiie
assembled. TIheysmiled ateach other,
twisted their mustaches, and grew
confident as the guarter hours passed
and no soldiers appeared. Finally, |
they jeered in & quiet way at the whole
proceeding.

MAY ENLIST MACABEBES.

MacArthur Proposes to Arm Them

Agninst the Insurgents.
MANILA, May 28.—General McAr-
thur is in fuvor of an experiment of
enlisting the Macabebes against their
old enemies, the ‘I'sgales. A dele-
gation of leading Macabebes visited the
general, and its spokesman read an ad-
dress assuring the American commis-
sioners of their friendship and of their
willingness to transfer their allegiance
from Spain te the United States.
They cowplained that the Tagales
murdered them and burned their vil-
ages, and asked to be protected and
given arms to proect themselves.

The Macabebes have greatly assisted
in posting the Americans on the
country and the positions of the
enemy. General McArthur would arm
100 of these men and make them scouts,
and if the experimen® proved success-
ful, he would enlist more of them.
General Otis has issued order in-
viting the volunteers to re-enlist for
six months, according to the sct of
congress bearing on the matter,

The traosport Morgan City, which
left San Francisco April 25 with 600
recruits, has arrived and will proceed
to Ilo Ilo.

Major Diggles, of the Thirteen Min-
nesota regiment, who was wounded
May 8, is dead.

Magers Found Gulltyl

DaLLAS, Or., May 28,—The jury iu
the Magers case returaned a verdiet of
murder in the first degree at 4 o’clock
Saturday afternoon. Judge Burnpett
will sentence Magers to death uext
Friday.
The defense may take an appeal to
the supreme court on the ground that
one of the jurors was not qualitied to
act in the case. Magers murdered
Ray Siok last fall. This is his second
conviction for murder in the first de-
gree. The first judgement was re-
versed by the supreme court.

Otis Wants Relnforcements.

WASHINGTON, May 28.—Owing to
the gravity of the situation 1n the
Philippines, the feeling of supreme
confidence has given way to appre-
hepsion. A military censorship au
Manila Indicates that General Otis
desires to bave itgenerally known that
he wants reinforcements. General
Otiz has asked the volunteers to re-
enlist. The withdrawal of the latter
would weaken his command 15,000
while the Hghting force wili be less
than 30,000 includiog the regulars just
arrived.

Window Glass Plant Shut Down.

PITTSBURG, May 26.—The window-
glass fires will practically end Mon-
day, aod all factories in the country
with the exception of the co-operative
concerns, will be closed. The shut-
dowm will throw 700 skilled glass-
workers out of employment, and about
10,000 more who are dependent upon
the operation of the factories for em-
ployment.
STOKMS AT FOSSIL.

Caused By
Hall.

FossiL, Or, May 28.—Storms of un-
ususally severity have passed over the
part of Eastern Oregon during the
past few days. On Tuesday the heav-
jest hail storm ever seen in these parts
fell on Fossil and several miles of sur-
rounding country. The bail stones
were three-fourths of an inch in di-
ameter, and in a few minntes all the
water-courses were overflowing.
Small chickens were killed or drowned
J pefore they could run to shelter.

BAD

Destroction Large-slzed

Gardens, orchards and grain crops
were badly damaged. A large, thick
pane of glass in the new addition to
the Fossil Journal office was broken
by the hail. Thisstorm fell in streaks,
and, while it missed a large portion of
territory & few miles south of Fossil,
Wagoer, 35 miles southeast, felt its
full furce. The hail was accompanied
by thunder and lightening.

On Wednesday, a savere thunder
storm passed over the May ville section.
George Gibbons, a painter, lost four of
his best work horses, worth £100 each,
at his ranch a few miles northwest of
Mayville. They were killed by light-
ning which struck a barb-wire fence
in his pusture beside which the horses
were huddled during the storm.

RAIN WILL NOT INTERFEKRE.

A Vigorous Cnmpul;l'_wtll be Waged Re-
gardless of Weather,

NEw Yorg, May 29.—A dispatch to
the Herald from Manila says: General
Otis says, contradicting the general
impression, that the campaigo aguinst
the Filipino insurgents will be prose-
cuted by the American forces with the
utmost aggressiveness-possible during
the rainy season. General Lawton is
of the opinion that an early settlement
of the present troubles and the close
of hostilities depends largely upon the
Americans giving rigid protection to
the working elasses in their peaceful
occupations, while waging incessant
war against the armed forces of the
epemy from this time forth by means
of guerrilla warfare,

He will show the Iosurgents by vig-
orous action on the rivers, lakes and
mountains that their belief that our
troops cannot campaign in the rainy
reasons or in the mountains is untrue.
Later it is possible that the changing
conditions may demand garrisoning
by districts, so that the yaluable part
of the island will be safe for the in-
vestment of capital and tha prosecu-
tion of industries until Americans
completely dominute. Quick trans-
portation of the cavalry and the pack
mules is desirable as a means of round-
iog up tae insurgents.

SWEFPFT BY STOEm

Nebraska, Klinols, Michigan and Oth-r
States Visited.

CHICAGO, May 29.—Since last Friday
the states of Nebraska, South Dakota,
lowa, Wisconsin, Minoesota and
Northern Illinois have experienced a
series of the most violent storms known
in years, resulting in the loss of near-
1y a dozen lives and doing damage to
property and crops that will run into
the hundreds of thousands. In the
state of Nebraska, South Dakota and
Iowa tornadoes, the real old-fashioped
twister kind, have laid waste iarge
sections of country, converting hund-
reds of farmhouses and buildings into
kindling wood, killing stock, and tear-
ing up trees like so many weeds. At
least six torpadoes of greater or lesa
intensity have been reported since
Fridasy. In many other sectioas vio-
lent wind, railo and hail storms, ac-
commnied by terrifying thunder and
lightaiok, have been

CONDIT!ON OF CROPS

No Improvemeut Oyer Former Reports
From National Bureau.

Following is & summary of the re-
port issued from the agricultural
bureau at Washington for the week
ending May 22:

Except in the Southern states, the
week ending: May 22, 1809, has been
unseasonably cool and unfavorable for
germination and growth, and while
the week has been much warmer than
usual in the Southera states, the con-
tinued ubsence of rain over a large
part of that section is proving yery un-
favorable. T9oo much rain in the west-
ern portion of Kentucky and portions
of Missouri and Arkansus has retarded
cultivation of crops. Frosts occurrad
in the central Rocky mountain regions
and in localities in the more northerly
distriets east of the Rocky mountains,
causiog only slight damage.

Northward of the Missouri and Ohio
rivers, and in the middle Atlantic
states and New England, the week has
been much voo cool for corn, retarding
germination and growth. In the most
southerly distriets the temperature con-
ditions have been more favorable. but
in portions of the south Atlantic and
Gulf states the crop is suffering for
rain and is being damaged by insects.
Texas Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Kan-
sas corn has done well. Planting is
in progress in tke southern portion of
North Dukota and Minnesota, and
northern New England, and is well ad-
vapced in other northern States, al-
though retarded in South Dakota
Iowa aad New York.

Winter wheat is reported as having
been considerably damaged by insects
in the central valleys and Middle Ay
lautic states, and on the whole the
prospect in the states east of the
Recky mountains is less encouraging
than at she close of the pravious week.
It is generally heading low. In Cali-
fornia, while rains will prove beneficial
io the sonthern part of the state, the
outlook favors a large crogp. Owing
to the unseasonably low temperature
for several week, the growth of wheat
in Oregon and Washington has been
very slow, but the crop in these states
looks well. Harvesting has begun io
Texas aund Alabama,

Spring wheat seading will be finished
in the Red river valley by May 25: it
is now practically completed io North
Dakota, but has been delayed in
Uregon Over the Southern portions
of the spring wheat region the condit-
ion of the crop is promizing, no mater-
ial damage having resulted from recent
frosts.
