Breath Catching Fire.

nal.
I have thought it right to put on

record the following case, as it seemed
to me to bo ono of some rarity and to
havo some importance from a medico-
legal point of view. I cannot do bet-
ter than givo the facts in tho words of
the nationt himself, who communicat-
ed them to mo by letter. Ho writes
as follows:
