Ever since tlic idea tlmt men lmvc

rights ns men was ilrst conceived, pop-

ular liberty lias had ceaselessly to de-

fend itself against efforts to overthrow
and destroy it.

In our timo
money is its weapon as in other times

The subjection of the
mass to tho will of the class has been
tho end sought always and is tho end
sought now.

This is tho ono fact of conscqucnco
in American politics to-da- y that class
privilege is actively necking to estab-

Plutocracy on tho pedestals from
which we have cast down our older
tyrannies.

Tho senate of the United States has
become a millionaires' club. A con-

siderable list of tho members of that
body could be made, every ono of

whom is a senator because ho had
money by tho millions, and because of

nothing clso whatever. Congress has
in its seats representatives of railroads,
banks, manufactories and other cor-

porate or trust interests under tho
fiction that thoy aro representatives of

tho people. They arc elected by money
to save money for money. Tho vico-preside- nt

of tho United States is many
times a millionaire, who was elected
for his placo oponly and shamelessly
to sccuro the use of his money and tho
mouoy of his rich friends in tho cam-

property as if by purchase the
moment Mr. Harrison's election was
known to havo been secured by tho
corruption fund to which tho pious

TH1C CANADA T1IIKTMC.

A Canadian farmer expresses him-
self as follows concerning that obsti-
nate weed pest, tho Canada thistle:

Many systems aro advocated to de-

stroy tho Canada thistle, but aftor a
long borics of experiments tho follow-
ing has been found to bo oiloctivo;
Allow tho thistles to grow undisturbed
until thoy aro almost in full bloom,
hon hitch three horses to tho plow,

attach ono ond of a heavy chain to the
plow head, whilo tho other end should
bo fastened to tho double trco in such
n position that tho drawing chain will
draw every thistle completely under.
Now work tho surface with harrow
und moldcr until sulllcient mold is
obtained to ullow a gang plow to op-

erate ; and just hero 1 desire to bo
very emphatic. Keep tho gang plow
going ; don't allow ono thistle to show
itself during tho season.

Finally, having thus extinguished
tho enemy, keep htm under; and this
can best bo done by heeding down
with clover in tho next crop if circum-
stances aro favorable, 1 would

that barley bo tho next crop
to seed with. First, because a hotter
catch is generally obtained; eeoond;
.tholinancial results from a crop of bar

ley from land treated as .love will

probably bo more satisfactory than
from any other grain. In conclusion,
why I recommend the gang plow is

simply because deep cultivation is not
so much required to exterminate this
pest as constant covering; consequent-

ly a farmer could run over his fallow
twice with his gang for once with his

common plow, and during tho busy

season this is very important.
