Their worldly
wealth was small, but yet they had a
contented look.

Jt made me, on arrival, almost blush
to jHTniit a good looking, soft eyed girl
to take my from the station to (ho
hotel. One of these makes my arm acho
to carry it 100 or so yards, yet this little
girl swung two from her forehead,
cliniU'd i.'iiiibly the high hill to tho hotel,

mospheric conditions. Lightning is
tho diseluiige whieli conies of electri-
cal inequalities, producing chemical
changes in the air. Thunderstorms
represent the greatest activity of elec-
trical phenomenon, and the best au-
thorities give it as their opinion that
the electricity in the atmosphere is tho
prime cause of milk souringdtiriug tho
