Tho box is of
convenient size for tho pocket, and tho
quantity of liquor contained in tho cap-
sules sufficient to make tho ordinary man
feel comfortably happy by tho time tlio
curtain falls on the last act.

The idea is not altogether an original
one. About two years ago similar cap-
sules were sold in all tho leading drug
Btores in this city, but instead of being
gclatino tlio capsule was of very thin
rubber. It was soon found that tho rub-
ber conveyed tho reverse of a pleasant
taste to the liquors, and they rapidly
went out of fashion. Tho new gelatino
capsulo imparts no flavor whatever to
tho liquor, and it promises soon to o

u boon to the gentleman seated in
tlio middle of n row of orchestra chairs,
and to earn for its inventor thegratitudo
of tho ladies, whoso plaints over their
ruined dresses and crushed hats lately
filled so many columns in tho papers.
