A correspondent sends the follow­
ing calculations with rogurd to the 
reputed wealth of William H Van­
derbilt: Estimating it at 7300,000,- 
000, to count it, at the rate of 72 each 
secoud and ten hours a day, it would 
take 11 years, 151 days, 5 hours, 
and 40 minutes. In gold it would 
weigh 781 tons und 500 pounds, re­
quiring a traiu of 09 cars of 10 tons 
capacity to move it; in silver, 10,714 
tons and 571 pounds, requiring 1,072 
cars for its transportation. In 71
bills, lying lengthwise in a contili 
uous line, it would reach 44,919
miles, 1(12 rods snd 7 feet or entirely 
around the globe and along its 
diameter, with 1,919 miles, 162 rods
and 7 feet to spare, or more than 
one-seventh of the distance from our
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planet to the moon. I f  laid “ width- 
wise,”  these $1 bills would reach 14,- 
500 miles, 151 rods and 8 feet, or 
from New York city to more than 30 
miles beyond Cheyenne, added to 
half tbs circumference of the globe. 
In $1 bill* it would spread a carpet 
103 feet and 8 inches wide and 86 
miles long; a carriage drive 4 feet 
and 11 inebee wide and over 1,806 
miles long, or a comfortable promen­
ade 2 feet five inches in width and 
more than.3,612miles in length. In

WARTS TO BE A BIBB

I forward at a fair rata, ant 
Roswell will soon have a 

i sufficiently large to construct 
machine tbopa and round-house 
thereon. Master Mechanic Rob­
erts baa constructed six dump cars, 
which are being used by the grading 
foroea advantageously. He is now 
engaged in building twenty flat cars 
to form the 'soon to be needed’ con­
struction trains. Graders are at 
work on the Wiser cut situated be­
tween the Co’s docks and Oneatta. 
This is probably as deep if not the 
deepest out on the road; being about 
sixty feet.

Last Wednesday on our way to 
this place, we visited one of the 
tunnels—No. 1 from tbe Bay. A 
large amount of dirt bad to 1 
moved before the tunnel proper 
commenced. We were informod by 
tbe bosses that the work of boring 
into the mountain would begin in a 
day or two. Sandstone, of a shelly 
nature, makes the progress rather 
slow. Drilling the holes for tbe 
blasts in the stone is done by hand. 
The tunnels will be 16 feet wide by 
22 feet high, and as a matter of 
course a large amount of rock and 
dirt will have to bo removed. 
Dump corsare ready upontbeground 
to be used as the work progresses in 
the tunnel. It is the intention of 
the contractor to run three shifts of 
men, eight hours each at both ends 
of tbe tunnel. On the end of the 
work from tbe Bay, we found 
force of 35 Chinamen and just over 
the mountain to the other side found 
20 more, all the force that could be 
need to an advantage.
