On Wednesday evening the usual in­

telligent audience of ladies and gentle* 
men, with the students, assemblsd at ths 
Academy to hear Judge Truitt deliver 
tho third of the Acadomy lectures. Ths 
speaker began by an examination of the 
two thories of the divine and the human 
origin, and concluded that language was 
invented by man. He believed that man 
has caught up and woven into language 
many of the sounds of nature. This is 
what Prof. Max Muller, with more force 
than elegance, designates the “ bow-wow” 
theory. We are inventing new words 
every day. This invention is either de 
liberate and intelligent manufacture, as 
employed by the iearnod; or the repro­
duction of the sounds of nature, as used 
by the unlearned. As an illustration cf 
the latter method of forming words, 
many words in the Indian “ jargon” of 
this coast are evidently formed in this 
way. Iu “ waw-waw” (talk) there ia a 
close connection between the sound and 
idea. “ Clatawaw" (run) is another ex­
ample. Those whe have heard the 
“ chucking” Hound of the waves of the 
ocean, will easily inagiue why water came 
to bo “ chuck.” P«'?ta make use of words 
where sound and sense are combined, as 
in Gray’s Elegy.

The Euglish language is being widely 
diffused throughout tho world, and will 
bo tho universal tongue. No other lan 
guage is so cheaply and expressively used 
in telegraphic communication. For this 
reason, iu Germany, Holland and Russia 
it is common to semi telegrams m English 
to insure cheapness and precision. Thus 
our language is making the tour of the 
globo and is being taught, iu letters of 
fire, by the flashing lips of the lightning. 
Another element in favor of its ultimate 
uuiversal use is the fact that it is the 
most easily acquired of any language by 
the European nations, on account of its 
cosmopolitan character, being composed 
of derivations from so many languages 
cognate to the Europoan tongues. 
Another factor in the spread of our lan­
guage is the irrepressible Yankee, who 
goes everywhere. Many illustrations 
were given by the lecturer of ths diffu­
sion of our vernacular abroad.

Mr. Truitt ad monish os the young to 
study purity of language, and especially 
deprecated tho uss of slang, quoting Dr. 
Holmes:
“ Some wonts In !annGiajje may be well applied,
And take them kindly though they touch your pride; 
Words lead to thinys; a scale is mere precise—
Coarse speech, bad grammar, swearing, drinking, vice.

To acquire the uso of correct language, 
its science should be studied from the 
spelling book up, and thun the best 
authors vhould bo read.

Ed. Itemizer: Never having noticed
anything relative to the death of “ Old 
Mra. Whiteaker” in the papers, I thought 
it due to herself and her friends that 
something of her domestic history should 
be given publicity, while yet some of her 
eld pioneer associates still survive her,

| and some of whom regarded her with that 
I high esteem which respected worth al­
ways merit* This thought was sug­
gested by my wife, who in years past has 
been the recipient of Mrs. Whiteaker’« 
unbounded hospitality, and who frequent­
ly recalls to mind one incident in early 
life, whon that hospitality was most gen 
erously extended, and most thankfully 
accepted. The remembrance of those 
pioneer days can never bo obliterated 
from the memory, either by time or cir­
cumstances. Let the pioneer retrospect 
the past; call to mind his early associates, 
and attempt to number his survivors 
He will find but few living of tho many 
with whom he was familiar in those early 
days, and with whom he felt a degree of 
intimacy amounting almost to that of 
consanguinity.

In 1852, now about thirty years ago, 
my wife and self, with our two little ones, 
were coming from Yamhill, when we were 
caught in a very heavy min storm. We 
we.e in an open wagon and pretty well 
drenched when we stopped at Mr. White- 
akcr’s house. Driving up to the fence, 
we were met by Mr. Whiteaker, who in 
loud tones exclaimed: “ Hallo! What
the devil are you doing here? Get out of 
tho wagon and come in tho house; you 
are a s  wet as the devil.” Well, wo did as 
requested, and soon a blazing fire restored 
warmth to our chilled frames. Mrs. 
Whiteaker took my wife in charge, and 
she was quickly clothed in habiliments 
mere congenial to the female sex than a 
water-saturated piece of calico. And 
now, after the lapse of thirty years, the 
kindly feelings manifested upon that oc­
casion by Mr. and Mrs. Whiteaker are 
remombered by us with tho most lively 
emotions of respect and regard; and more, 
not only the kindness and hospitality 
manifested upon that occasion entitled 
them to our highest regard, but during 
many years thereafter we received many 
manifestations of their kindly disposition ] 
towards us, that makes the romeinbraiice ! 
thereof pleasing reminiscences of tho past.

But to-day where are they? Gone to 
that mysterious realm from which there is 
no return, and to which wo are all hasten­
ing.

Time plies the oar from shore to  shore,
Each «lay » e ’ r» drawing nearer,
While through the gloom  that veils the tomb 
We see with vision clearer.
Across the stream we catch a gleam 
Of golden sunlight fa Him;,
From shore to  shore weMl soon he o ’er 
We hear the loved ones calling.

Mr. Whiteaker was a man of a very 
jovial and merry disposition. Upon one 
jeeasion ex-Gov. Whiteaker called upon 
him and made inquiries to ascertain 
whether or not there was any relationship 
between them. Mr. Whiteaker remarked: 
“ I do not claim kin with every scalawag 
that comes along, but as you are a pretty 
good looking man, and appear to hare 
some sense, if you can show that we are 
any kin. I ’ll acknowledge the corn.” 
This was many years ago, and it occurs to 
my mind as one of the many incidents 
that go to show the natural tendencies 
of his disposition, for upon many occasions 
ft**** his saiiies of vrii caused liicrch mem- | 
ment for his associates; yet, withal, he 
was a man of strict integrity, of unbound­
ed hospitality, and his rule was to do as 
he would be done by. How often do the 
hearts of the old settlers, when calling to 
mind the struggles and toils incident to 
pioneer life, bound with a fresh impulse 
at the remembrance of the social equality, 
the generous dispositions and disinterested 
sympathy which characterized them in 
their intercourse with each other. A l­
most isolated from civilized life, bound 
together in a common destiny, each felt 
for the other a warmer friendship than is 
much of a characteristic of society of the 
present day. The onward march of time 
• s fHt removing from the scenes of active 
life the “ Old Pioneers. ” Soon the last 
one will have obeyed the dread summons, 
and the recollection of their hardy toil 
and struggles in the advancement of 
civilization will be but a matter of his­
tory.

In the death of Mrs. Whiteaker the 
ranks of the pioneers number one less of 
that noble band of women who braved the 
dangers of the wilderness with a heroic 
devotion to life’s duties, worthy a remem­
brance in the hearts of all who survive 
her. There is nn tight in the remembrance 
of her domestic life but what should bring 
consolation to all her surviving friends 
and relatives.

Mrs. Whiteaker was born in Washing­
ton County, Virginia, in 1808. ller 
maiden name was Mary B. Hayter, she 
was married to Benjamin Whiteaker in 
1823. They went to Illinois in 1836, 
where they resided about eleven years. 
They then come to the conclusion that 
they would cross the plains to Oregon. 
In 1848 they bade adieu to friends and 
started on the perilous trip with sanguine 
hopes, that with patience and persever­
ance they would reach the goal of their 
desiros and build them up a happy home, 
where peace, plenty and contentment 

I might bless them through life’s pilgrimage.
I In October, 1848, they settled in Polk 
! County, where they made a coutinued 
j residence up to the time ef their death,
| known aud respected by all their neigh- 
i bors as kind, genial and hospitable in all 
life's associations.

On tho 1st day of December, 1882, 
Mrs. Whiteaker yielded up her spirit, to 
God who gave it, serenely and calmly, 
with the precious hope of asoending

“ To that grand immortal ■pher«*''
Beyond tbis resit* of t»rokf n tic*.

Shw leaves seven children, to whom 
she also leaves the priceless legacy of an 
honored name, ami wfioee memory will lie 
long cherished by all who knew her, for 

j to have known her was to have formed 
a deep-seated friendship, and her friend­
ship was indeed a boon, as was indicated 
by the warmth of her heart and a gener­
osity that was without limit.

She is gone and we are left to linger 
for yet a brief hour before we join the 
vanished numbers of the pioneers that 
were.
