We find them as prisoners 
at the bar of our courts; they inhab 
it our prisons. They rob stages and 
railroad trains, tliev burn houses and 
burglarize stores, and in a word they 
live in constant rebellion ngainsl 
the authority of law. Why are they 
thus lawless? While there may be 
other reasons, the main difficulty is 
they have been allowed to be lawless 
from their infancy. They have not 
had that healthful parental authori­
ty «zeroised over them that is neces­
sary to teaoh them lessons of submis­
sion. They have violated and 
ignored almost every vostage of 
parental control at home during
tho fovmativo period of their lives, 
and the consequence is, when their 
characters are formed they know no 
authority to which they ought to bo 
submissive but their own untamod 
will.
