The plans for the
destruction of locusts this year have
been changed, and instead of collecting
the eggs every preparation has been
made for exterminating the hordes when
they eventaally commence their march,
The locusts being indigenous to Cypeus,
it is hoped that, as the popalation in-
creases and cultivation extends, then
they will be altogether eradicated, when
the barren places on which the locusts
exclusively lay their eggs are used for
the cultivation of vine, olives, corn and
cotton. A very interesting account of the
rlague of locusts in Asia Minor is to be
fonnd in the newly published report of
our consul at Smyrna, After describing
the ravages of these insccts in 1880, he
says. “‘In July, 1881, the plague of lo-
onsts suddenly ceased ; these animals died
off in myriads, destroyed, it has been
stated, by some minnte inseet which pen-
etrated their heads. In the districts
which suffered most from their ravages
the inhabitants were compelled to assist
in their destrustion. In the springs of
1880 and 1881 the delds, gardens and

‘ roads were liternlly blackened with these

insects, crawling nll in the same direc-
tion, and leaping before you in multi-
tudes at every step.
