More than half 
were convicted of stealing, thirty-seven 
of murder in the second degree and 
thirty-five for manslaughter Títere 
were eighty-four unlucky burglars anil 
thirty-three who forged the names of 
others. The average number in the 
penitentiary last year was 387, the av­
erage in 1889 having been 290.

P. Heady, of Portland, speaker of 
the lower bouse. There are thirty 
senators and B¡xty representatives, the 
republicans having the ascendency in 
each house.
