The new' United States senator from 
California, George C- Perkins, appointed 
to succeed Leían l Llnniord, in a promi­
nent and influential business man of the 
Golden State and lias been it« governor 
and a member of its legislature. He is 
a millionaire and the active head of the

It 
was while he was in the legislature that 
he entered the firm of Goodall, Nelson 
& Perkins, which sultocquently became 
Goodall, Perl.ins & Co., and then or­
ganized the Pacific Coast Steamship 
company, which now has a fleet of 30 
vessels and practically controls tho Alas- 
ka trade.

P re p a r in g  L u nch  F o r  C h ild re n 's  P icn ic .
First of all for a children's picnic 

ought to come sandwiches. Long, thin 
loaves of bread are the best. Butter 
each slice before you cut it off. Cut it 
thin. Spread with chopped ham or 
chicken or tongue. Some may be spread 
with potted ham bought already pre­
pared. Canned salmon makes a good 
filling for sandwiches; so does cold boiled 
egg properly minced and seasoned. It 
is enjoyable to have as many kinds as 
possible. If you wet« preparing for an 
afternoon tea or a home luncheon, you 
would cut off the crusts, but they are 
very properly left on for a picnic.

A plentiful supply of buns is also a 
good thing to provide. Boiled eggs, even 
very specially prepared, will give young 
cooks little trouble. Boil them 20 min­
utes, let them cool, remove the shells 
and ent each egg in half lengthwise. 
Take out and season well the yolk of 
each, adding a bit of chopped or potted 
meat if you wish. Put the yolks back 
and press the halves together to look like 
whole eggs, twisting each in a piece of 
white tissue paper to keep them together 
till eaten. Fruit, crackers, cookies, 
jumbles aud ginger snaps can be carried 
neatly and handled easily.

Carry plenty of fruit—apples, ¡»ears 
and bananas. Leave milk at home on 
account of both souring and sloppiness 
and rely npon water. It ia best, too, 
for little picknickers to be served with 
lemonade after they reach home again, 
heated and in need of cooling refresh­
ment, rather than attempt it at their 
feast.—New York Press.

WATER PLANTS.

Y a rie tie s  S u ited  to  G ro w th  In  T u b« and 
P oo ls .

Of recent years attention has been re­
peatedly called to the odd and beautiful 
Water plants offered by florists. Where 
one’s grounds include a stream or pond 
these water plants are an effective fea­
ture. which, once introduced, is rarely 
ever dropped. Formerly these plants 
were of rare occurrence on grounds of 
limited extent, owing to the lack of fa­
cilities for growing them and also the 
high cost of the plants. Latterly the 
demand has been such, however, that 
florists are providing varieties easily 
cared for and at prices within the reach 
of the average gardener.

The Nymphsea Zanzibarensis, or blue 
and red African water lilies, grow rapid­
ly and bear a profusion of flowers meas­
uring about one foot across. This va­
riety blooms freely all summer from 
either seed or tubers. The larger the 
supply of water the larger the flowers, 
but fine effects may be gained by start­
ing the tubers in a dish of mud and wa­
ter and later transplanting to an ordi­
nary sized tub.

AFRICAN WATER LILIES.
The ancient Egyptian lotus, planted 

in rich mud with one or two feet of wa­
ter, flowers the first season. Either in 
ponds or tubs this plant is in bloom from 
July to October.

The water poppy is an easily culti­
vated plant aud may be grown in a shal­
low tub or pan. It has small, oval leaves 
and large, showy flowers of a bright 
lemon color, standing a few inches out 
of the water and produces freely all sum­
mer.

The water hyacinth is a curious plant 
which floats in the water by means of 
its curiously inflated leaf stalks, which 
resemble bladders or balloons filled with 
air. A large mass of feathery roots grows 
downward, their ends entering the soil. 
It forms a rosette of its curious, shining 
green leaves and throws np spikes of 
flowers resefiibling in form a spike of 
hyacinth bloom. This can be grown in 
the open air in summer and in the win­
dow in winter in anything which will 
hold water. The most beautiful effect 
is produced by nsiug a glass vessel of 
some sort, with sludle and white sand so 
arranged in the bottom m  to conceal a 
small amount of soil.

Other varieties grown with compara­
tive ease are tho white pond lily and the 
golden water lily.

Im proving Strawberry Bed*.
Many varieties of strawberries are like

to become too crowded in the rows the 
second season and conaeqnently give 
only small, inferior berriee. Aremedytfor 
this, according to a Rural New Yorker 
correspondent, ia with a sharp hoe. As 
soon aa the first crop ia off. cut a strip 
about 9 inches wide out of the center 
of each row. This gives us two narrow 
rows instead of one wide one. Keep this 
narrow strip clear of runners like the 
walk, and yon will be surprised at the 
nice lot o f berries on the inside e d « s  of 
these rows the next season. These stripe 
being very narrow, of cu rse  no pickers 
are allowed to walk' in them, aud thus 
no bernee will bo stepped on

Layering the Carnation.
Yonng plants are perfectly hardy, bnt 

when old they are injured in the winter. 
Vick recommends procuring a succession 
o f yonng plants either from seeds or 
from layers every year Layering should 
be done in midsnmmer. Simply ent a 
slit in a yonng shoot to obeti uct the flow 
of aap and then remove the earth a few 
inches in depth and preen down the 
branch so that the slit will open an« 
cover it with soil. Roots will posh ont 
where the ent waa made, and thus a new 
plant will be farmed.
