The principle of the good roads move­
ment. ns advocated by the League of 
American Wheelmen. Its that the com 
luoti roada of the country are hh inipor- 
tant a« the railway ayateuia. the state­
ment being made by them and being 
easily utideratootl that there Ih not an 
ounce of any commodity hauhnl over 
the rail rod* that is not lira! transport­
ed by wagon* over country roads or 
city stnets. It does not matter If the 
commodity is manufactured articles 
that an* loaded oil cars at the factory, 
'i he r;.\v material lias lirst to lie hauled 
to the factory. Hut the greatest haul­
ing is done ill the farm^ig districts, 
and there it Is that good highways are 
most needed.

The subject has not been given the 
attention and support It deserves us 
yet for the simple reason that private 
capital cannot become Interested In 
the building of common roads, since 
there would be no Income from the In­
vestment. such as there Is in railways. 
Municipal, county, state and the na­
tion.if comments have not had the
f*titv I tin ght directly before them In 
Its full signlllcauce. because It Is nec­
essary to first educate the people to the 
necessities of the movement. This is

what Is being done by the wheelmen 
at the present time, and it must be said 
to their credit that they have enlisted 
tlie sympathy and support of all the 
prominent farmers’ organizations In 
the movement. With the two classes 
working together It Is only a question 
o f time until the movement will be 
made a political Issue, and then will 
come the desired improvements.

The argument offered In favor of the 
improved roads Is that they lessen the 
cost of repairs, make it possible to haul 
the largest amount o f goods with the 
f8innllcHt animal power, save time and 

^ Increase property valuations. No rail­
road company would expect to do busi­
ness If Its tracks ami roadbed were In 
such condition as to make It either Im­
possible to use the trucks at long sea­
sons of the year or In using them have 
to lose a great deal of time and have 
immense repairs to make, and yet that 
is what the farmers and others using 
the common roads are doing in a com­
parative wa.v every day In the year.

They make the most Impracticable ! 
attempts at road building and repair­
ing and then wonder why there Is no j  
profit In their products, which have 
been hauled over bad roads at the ! 
greatest expense. It lms been estimat­
ed that In the states where the stone : 
roads have been built the cost o f trans- | 
portntlou has been decreased to 20 per j 
cent o f the former figures and that the 
roads pay for themselves within a few 
years. It lms been further shown that 
the amount lost In the different ways j 
mentioned will more than pay for the 
building nud repairs o f these roads on I 
tho annual assessments made ffir them 
or that It costs no more each year to i 
have good roads than It does to have , 
bad ones.

C O ST  O F BAD ROADS.
l<!x|»enae o f Hanlnirc 1« Only n l*or- i 

tlon of the Actual l.oss.
Aa the road Is a type o f civilized so­

ciety It boot)men the duty o f every en­
lightened nation to solve the great i 
questions of road construction and 
mitintounuce to Its own satisfaction j 
mid good. Koine’s greatness marked 
an era In road construction which was 
never before surpassed and which lias i 
been equaled only In the present cen- j 
tury and In the most civilised coun- l 
tries. The condition of the public j 
roads lu the United States is probably 
worse than In any other civilized coun­
try ill tiie world. This condition Is due | 
largely not only to the undeveloped 
condition o f the country nud to the al­
lowing of local circumstances to deter­
mine location, etc., but to the lack of 
knowledge on the part of many road 
officials as to the primary principles of 
road construction, result lug In the It) 
judicious use of millions of dollars of 
the public money annually.

Quotlug au eminent authority, the In- . 
creastnlVost of haulage actually done 
Is by no means the only loss resulting 
from bad road*. The loss o f perish­
able product* for want of access to 
market, the failure to reach markets 
when prices ore good and the failure 
to cultivate product* which would he 
marketable If markets were always 
accessible add many millions to the 
tax o f bad mads, uot to speak of the 
detriment to social communication, ed­
ucation and -religion.- Maurice O. K!

Varied Practice Arooue Farm er« and 
Home I'riic tleu ! *u|fire«tioiia.

The salting question conics up con­
stantly. »A s  a matter of fact. It needs 
to come frequently to attention, ns the 
salting o f stock is probably the most 
qeglected of the necessary operations 
*/n a stock farm. This ordinarily comes 
from oversight, says Tiie Breeder’s Ga­
zette. The Intention Is good, but the 
memory Is at fault. On many farms it 
Is the theory that stock is salted once 
a week. Sunday morning frequently be­
ing the time selected for that “ chore.” 
Some stockmen go to the other ex­
treme ami mix salt dally with the feed 
of the eat tie. Some farmers erroneous­
ly believe salt Is not good for stock 
i ml withhold It. The practice varies 
widely.

The safest and the soundest principle 
Is to keep salt within reach o f animals 
all the time and allow them to take It 
at will, ns thel» appetites demand. I f  
salt and water were always ut the com­
mand of live stock, health and thrift j 
would he materially promoted. It is 
not always possible or economical to 
keep water constantly before animals, 
but salt Is readily enough placed so 
tlint they may take it at will. W e 
much prefar rock salt for stock. It is 
more economical In that there is much 
less wasted. Moreover, animals are 
less apt to take too much of it. When 
deprived of salt for some time, feeding 
steers can easily enough get too much 
if It Is supplied In loose form, so much 
thut It will set them to scouring, but 
If It is put before them In rock form 
they cannot cat It. but are compelled 
to satisfy their appetites by licking it 
slowly and are not likely to get an ex­
cess.

AU pastures should contain Imixcs of 
salt. I ’ nles* barrel salt Is protected 
under a shed It will waste from wash­
ing when the rains come, whereas tlie 
rock salt Is subject to such loss only 
In slight degree. A lump o f rock salt 
should be kept In the feed boxes for 
the horse*, or. better yet. put in a sep­
arate box over the manger within tlielr 
reach. A convenient but more expen 
alve form Is found lu some private 
and IIvery stables, consisting o f a slab 
o f compressed salt, held In n little box 
that may be nailed to the stall at a 
convenient place, and the exposed end 
o f the slab Is simwfthly rounded off. 
This Is not Mt all necessary, as the rock 
salt will not Injure the tongue* of 
horse* or cattle. They will soon lick 
It as smooth a* glass.

Farm

The North Carolina experiment sta­
tion lias Issued an Instructive bulletin 
on curing hams and bacon. There 
are two methods o f curing on the farm 
—dry salting uuil pickling. Dry salt­
ing Is more largely practiced than plc- 
kllug. but In our experience we have 
been led to prefer the pickling. We 
prepare a brine strong enough to flont 
a potato, aud after the meat Is cut and 
trimmed It Is dropped Into this brine 
for two or three days to draw out tho 
blood. It Is then taken out. aud a fresh 
brine Is made, or the old hrlue boiled 
und skimmed. To the hrlue we then 
add one ounce o f saltpeter and a pint 
e f black molasses for each 100 pounds 
cf meat. The meat is then returned to 
the hrlue. the thinner parts being put 
to themselves and the lmms and shoul­
ders In another cask. The thin parts 
remain in the hrlue three weeks and 
the hums four or live weeks, care be­
ing taken to keep all under the brine. 
The meat Is then taken out and bung 
lu the smokehouse or elsewhere to drip 
and dry somewhat. It Is then slowly 
smoked with corneolm or hickory 
wood, the smoke being smothered 
down with green cedar branches. If 
they arc to be Imd. The smoking Is 
continued for several weeks In favor­
able cloudy weather until all are well 
worked. The linms should have the 
upper port o f the smokehouse, where 
the smoke hangs longest. In the early 
spring the hams are taken down and 
rubbed well all over with a mixture of 
molasses and black pepper. They are 
then wrapped In stout paper and put 
Into cotton hags which are dipped In 
whitewash and are again hung np.

The Mouth of a Young Colt.
Tliore Ih one thing In particular 

which Is almost universally lacking In 
the United States In the training o f 
colts, and mat is breaking them with 
good mouths, says fie ld  and Farm. 
It Is almost Impossible to And a young 
horse In the country that tins a good 
mouth. Ttie colts' mouths have almost 
universally been spoiled lu their early 
training. 1 hnve had some experience 
In tills matter and If there Is anything 
that I detest It Is a horse with a hard 
mouth or a puller. When we consider 
that nil our commands, nil our wishes, 
are to be given to the horse through 
the reins to Its mouth, tills evil be­
comes at once apparent. We see. then. 
Iiow necessary It is to keep the mouth 
In ns tender and sensitive a condition ns 
possible to the touch. This Is a uni­
versal fault, not only In America, hut 
lu Cnnnila. where there are very good 
horses and very good horsemen.

ever been experb*ne»*d in Nebraska. 
The present discrimination in quality 
at the great live stock markets has 
taught a Wesson to breeders and deal­
ers which has turned the tide iu favor 
of a better grade of animals.

Most o f the 
knitting Is. however, of the more home­
ly and serviceable kind aud may be 
bought from the women themselves for 
a very moderate price.

Tbe manuer In which the washing of 
knit shawls Is accomplished in Shet­
land Is a matter o f interest to most 
visitors. They are washed carefully 
in soap lather, and then to prevent 
their shrinking they nr«? laced from 
point to point o f the scalloped border 
in a large square wooden frame and 
placed o)itside the cottage to dry.—Chi­
cago News.
