SHIRT WAISTS.

How to Lawnder Them Without Im-
Jaring Color or Fabrie,

When the walst has become solled,
the first precaution, of ecourse, I to
remove the battons and shields; then
procecd to wash it ln cold water, using
good lnundrey soap.  When It Is clean,
rinse It lo cold water, Do not use hot
starch, blulng or bormx In the rinsing
water. Use nny good powdered starch
that does not contaln borax, making it
into n paste with bolling water. Then
thin the starch to the consistency de-
wired with fresh water until It is eold.
P'ass the walst through the stafch and
hang It in the sunshine untll dry. Thia,
it should be remembersd, Is the only
way to retaln the original colors of a
wilst through the process of launder-
Ing.

A somewhat diferent method s nee-
essary for the white walst., It should
be washed In hot water. The botter
the wuter the whiter the fabrie will
be,  Jtub until all the solled marks are
removed; then wring and place In a
tub, where bolling water may be pour-
ed over It or, better still, boll for ten
minutes, To the seald add & Nttle
powdered borax, The rinsing water
should be cold, with a little bluing In It
to Insure a snow whiteness. The walst
should e starched In the ordinary
manner, using the same kind of starch
deseribed for colored walsta, This ap-

plies to the laundering of all white
garments,
After the walst Is thoroughly dry

sprinkle it with cold water until It Is
moderately damp.  Have some cold
starch rendyt using four tablespoonfuls
of powdered starch to one pint of wna-
ter.  Dip the eollar or collar band, enlls
and walst fronts Inte the starch onbe
at a thme and be sure that every thrend
of the llnen eomposing those parts Is
santurnted with stareh. Then fold the
garment for a few minutes, and It is
rendy for ironing.  ere the results de-
penil much upon the temperature of
the irom. and nice diserimination s re-
pired 1o avold too much or too little
lwtt.  When lroning a colored waist,
olther of silk or cotton fabrie, one
swhonll not use too hot an fron, and yet
it must be hot enough to lron smooth-
Iy without blistering or sticking to
the stareh.  An overheated iron Injures
bright eolors as much as do hot wa-
ter and poor seap

In fronloeg & silk wilst place a plece
of clwesechoth over the garmeot and
Iron as any ordinary article. By doing
this the natural appearance of the silk
s preserved, whieh would be Impos-
sible If the lron were brought in direct
contact with it.—Woman's Home Come
