During the period of hie Imprison­
ment by the Filipinos Lieutenant GUI- 
more ami his men «ere at on«,time 
thrown Into nn old barrack with a par­
ty of Spanish prisoners. Including a 
major general. The latter In some wuy 
obtained money, Which he divided 
among Ills men and with great gener­
osity sent r<u Mexican dollars to Lieu­
tenant Gdimore, asking him to accept 
them, with Ills compliments. Gtllmore 
made the condition that It should he 
considered u loan, to which the Span­
ish general graciously assented, und he 
used the money to buy shoes ami elotb- 
tug for his men. something they sadly 
needed, for they were almost naked.

After his rescue (¡dimore learned 
that the Spanish general, who had also 
recalled from the Filipinos, was In the 
city of Manila, und he offered him CO 
silver dollars as repayment of the loan. 
The general «ns quite Indignant and 
refused to accept It. When (¡dimore 
reminded him of the agreement, he 

' smiled anil said that he had consented 
I to It only because he feared the Arner- 
i leans would not accept the money oth­
erwise.

| (¡dimore told the story among the
' other naval officers at Manila, who 
pussed around a paper and collected a 
handsome sum, which was expended 
In the purchase of the most appropri­
ate und expensive piece of silver that 
could he found tu Manila. It was en­
graved with u brief statement of facts 
and presented to the Spanish general 
with appropriate ceremonies us a token 
of gratitude and udinlrutlon from the 
navy of the United States. Then he 
«•as Invited to a reception upon the 
flagship, where every officer In the 
fleet «’ho could be spared «-elcomed 
him and thanked him In person for his 
kindness to Uillmore and bis men.— 
Iluvana I’ost.

of ‘ The UuuOk-up of 111 Health” and 
further declares that "during the peri­
od of the ch’ild’s growth the parent's 
authority should he supreme, and the 
chilli's health should outweigh all oth­
er matters. When the child begius Us 
studies, a new factor Is introduced into 
Its little life. Nature takes on au addi­
tional burden. The mlml Is awakened, 
and the nerves begin an activity that 
must be kept within certain well de­
fined limits. Let the child show the 
lirst serious symptoms of nervous dis­
order or overstudy, and the duty of the 
parent suddenly overtops that of the 
Instructor. There is only one safe 
course to pursue. The child should be 
taken from the school until the physic­
al balance has been recovered. It is 
better to let him grow up without a 
systematic education than to continue 
In his sickly course acquiring all the 
accumulated wisdom of the ages.
