Thinning tree fru its lias been prac­
ticed for a good many years, yet few  
fruit grow ers are in fa vo r o f It i f  we 
may Judge i»y the number that do uot 
do it, says Farm , F ield  and Flres%!e. 
The fact, however, that the most suc­
cessful orchard 1sts do thin und that 
they attribu te much o f their success to 
It is a strong argument in Its favor. 
Some o f the grow ers a long the Hudson 
river w ere thinning their apple crops 
‘JO years ago and as a result got a good 
yield o f tieuutlful fru it nearly every 
year. Th e most noted peach g ra v e r  
m Mlchignu has his peaches thinned 
every  year, and the bill for the work 
is considerable. Th is last is the reason 
that thinning Is not more w idely prac­
ticed. Men hesitate to let go o f the 
money that the work calls for.

Compared w ith  the benefits received 
the cost is slight and may be counted 
as part o f n permanent investment. 
For trees that have a tendency to over­
bear there Is no lietter treatment, and 
some o f  the American apples, pears, 
peaches and even plums have this bad 
habit. Th inning the fru it from  the be­
ginning o f  the tree's existence gets It 
Into tlie habit o f bearing about the 
same amount o f fru it each year and 
gives a double advantage—that o f hav­
ing fru it iu tiie years when others have 
none and in prolonging the life  o f  the 
tree and Increasing the number o f 
crops it returns in its lifetim e.

The w riter  has seen pear trees so 
loaded w ith fru it that each Individual 
pear was below  medium In size, and 
the lim bs o f the tree had to be propped 
to keep them from  breaking. H igher 
up In the tree great limbs were hang­
ing lifeless, having been broken by the 
weight o f  fru it in previous years. H e 
could hut think how much better It 
would huve been to have thinned this 
fru it by three-fourths, that the tree 
might have been saved mutilation and 
the market have received a pear that 
would have attracted attention.

A man can thin fru it very  rapidly, 
as lie m erely passes Ids hand along the 
limb, pinching o ff one a fte r  another 
o f the fruJts ami perm itting them to 
drop. T h e  cost w ill be generally found 
to lie less than might l>e expected. Or- 
chardlsts w ill do w ell to g ive  this prac­
tice a fu lr trliL1-.

One quart o f pea beans soaked over­

Th e portrait should then be sponged 

w ith  tepid w ater nud placed w here It 
w ill dry slow ly. N ever use any soap 
on au oil painting. It  may rem ove tho 
dirt, but the chem icals in it are sure 
to do damage, though tlie im m ediate 
result may be very  pleasing. Many a 
good picture has l»oou ruined by soap 
and a scrubbing brush.

A fte r  a picture has been denned It 
should be varnished w ith picture var­
nish.
