For the first, in housekeeping 
more than in anything else, the 
hours between 7 a. m. and 9 a. m. 
are the most precious of the day.

A scanty Hick of the duster and a 
whisk of the broom, with a hasty ! 
shake of the sofa cushions; a scram­
bled breakfast, with no time to put 
away the frying pan und the por- j 
ridge saucepan before the breakfast 
things are brought out from the din­
ing room; delay in getting into the 
bedrooms—so it goes on all day, till 
even the dinner is late.

Those lost hours can never be 
overtaken, and there is sure to be ir­
ritation and perhaps'bad temper be­
fore the day is over.

Second. — The method that is 
adopted for the work of a household 
denotes at once tfie capacity and 
training of the head.

Woe betide that household where 
the maids’ duties are not clearly de­
fined! Alas for the mistress whose 
maids fail in order and method!

The routine of well arranged and 
regular work saves enormously the 
brain wear and tear which is inev­
itable with such detailed work as 
this.

The time saved daily is also con­
siderable. Imagine the waste of 
time and confusion in a school 
where the head oidy arranged the 
work classes day by day !

Third.—A place for everything 
and everything in its place. It is a 
wise old saying and intensely practi­
cal. How smoothly the work would 
run if every one in the house would 
bear the old adage in mind!

An Ideal Parlo r.

The New H am m ocks.
The swinging seat chain ham­

mocks are shown this spring in 
much greater assortment than for­
merly. The enormous affairs as big 
as Hatch settees, with heavy frutnus 
und altogether too massive for the 
average piazza or, indeed, the aver­
age lawn, have been not superseded, 
but added to in a number of varie­
ties. Some of these are in bamboo, 
others in wicker, others of light 
frames with rush eeuts, all to be 
piled with pillows, and are very at­
tractive.

How to  Mako Sand T arta .
Heat to a creum a cupful of butter 

with two cupfuls of sugar. Heat 
separately the yolks and whites of 
three eggs and add to the butter, 
adding also a tcaspoonful of vanilla 
for flavoring. Stir in lightly enough 
flour to make the mixture stiff 
enough to roll out thin. Cut it into | 
squares or diamonds und pluce them 
iu floured pans after brushing the 
top« with the white of egg. Sprin­
kle with granulated sugar mixed 
with ground cinnamon. Place a nut 
in the center and bake in a moder­
ate oven uutil of a light brown color.

T he W ay to  P an  C hicken.
To pan chicken cut the chicken 

up as lor fricassee. Put it into an 
ordinary baking pan; dust with pep­
per, partly cover with water and 
place it iu a very hot oven. Baste 
frequently. When it is half done, 
add a tciiepoouful of salt. When 
quite done, dish and serve with a 
brown sauce made from the water in 
tbe pan and browned flour.—Indies’ 
Home Journal.

To Revive Vegetables.
If root vegetables, carrots, par­

snips, turnips or such vegetables are 
growing soft or withered, cut a thin 
slice off one end and lay them in 
cold water.

FLAVOR OF EGGS.
E x e rc ise  C are  In  F e e d in g  W h en  P r s -  

tlnrliiK  F o r  T a b le  t a e .
I t  U generally  conceded th a t  eggs 

w hich  a re  perfec tly  fresh  have  th e  
finest flavor. A fte r  eggs have  been k ep t 
for u tim e th e  flavor deterio ra te« , even 
If th e re  Is uo indication  of spoiling. 
Such d ifferences a re  especially  Im por­
ta n t  w hen eggs a re  used fo r  tab le  p u r ­
poses. S tale eggs a re  uot regarded  «9 
pala tab le , an d  th e  flavor of spoiled eggs 
is such th a t  fo r th is. If fo r uo o th er 
reason, they  a re  to ta lly  unfit fo r food. 
T he flavor o f oven p<rfectly  fresh  eggs 
Is not a lw ay s sa tis fac to ry , since it  is 
influenced m ore o r less by th e  charac ­
te r  o f tbe food ea ten  by th e  lay ing  
liens. T he New York s ta te  experim ent 
ita t io u  stud ied  the  effect of different 
ra tions up n the  flavor o f eggs. Those 
laid  by hens fed a  highly n itrogenous 
ra tion  w ere In ferio r to  those  from  hens 
fed  a  carbonaceous ra tion . T hey had a 
d isag reeab le  flavor and  odor, tlio eggs 
an d  yolk w ere sm a ller an d  th e  keeping 
qualities w ere Inferior. In  a  te s t a t  
the  M assachusetts (H atch) ex perim en t 
s ta tion  to com pare  cab b ag e  an d  clover 
row en as the  green portion  o f  a  ration  
for lay ing liens It w as found th a t  th e  
eggs produced on th e  fo rm er ration , al-* 
though heav ier an d  possessing  a  h igher 
percentage o f d ry  m atte r, p ro te in  and 
fa t, w ere in ferio r In flavor an d  cooking 
qu a lities  to  eggs produced on th e  ration  
con ta in ing  clover. T he N orth  C arolina 
ex perim en t s ta tio n  s tu d ied  th e  effect 
o f  highly flavored food upon th e  eggs 
produced. A sm all q u a n tity  o f chopped 
w ild onion tops nnd bulbs w as added  to 
th e  feed o f  a  n um ber o f hens. A fte r 
abo u t tw o w eeks th e  onion flavor w as 
noticed In th e  eggs laid. W hen  th e  
am o u n t of onion feed w as Increased, 
th e  flavor becam e so pronounced th a t  
th e  eggs could not be used. A w eek a f t ­
e r  the  feeding of onions w as  d iscon tin ­
ued th e  d isag reeab le  flavor w as no 
longer noticed. F rom  these  te s ts  It ap ­
pears that, th e  flavor o f eggs m ay  be 
m ateria lly  influenced by th e  food con­
sum ed. This is a  m a tte r  o f Im portance, 
especially  w hen poultry  is kep t to 
supply  eges fo r tab le  use.—F arm ers '

H e raised tw o. w hich w ere both  fe­
m ales and w hich J. O. F ro s t o f W ind­
ham  county  procured from  lilin. H e 
la te r  ob tained a g ander th a t  had  beeir 
w inged, had  stood th e  shock an d  w as 
living in cap tiv ity . A fte r th e  b ird s 
bad m ated  an d  grow n accustom ed to 
the  general run  o f th e  farm  they  show ­
ed signs o f nesting  an d  w ere assigned  
q u a r te rs  th a t  proved acceptable , w here 
they laid and  hatched , ra ising  som e of 
th e  goslings. Since th en  they  have a n ­
nually  raised  some. T here  has been 
little  if any  Inbreeding, a s  one cold, 
b lustering  d ay  a  p a ir  of o th er wild 
ones flew In a t  the  call o f th e  bonded 
ones nnd allow ed them selves t o 1 be 
d riven into th e  barn  in com pany w ith  
the  o thers.

They show first signs of m ating  be­
tw een M arch 15 and A pril 1. Suitab le
provision is m ade for th e ir  nesting, 
which they <lo ab o u t May 1 to May 15. 
T he goose lays from  fo u r to six eggs. 
W hile s ittin g  the  g ander s ta n d s guard  
over the  goose and nest nearly  all the 
tim e, except when both a re  feeding, 
fo r wlifoh purpose both go together. 
Both g ander and goose a re  very pug­
nacious fivni tim e they first go to 
best until, the  goslings a re  well grow n.

S A R A H ’ S A C H IN G  V O ID .
With nil her triumph? there is one 

crumpled rose leaf in Mme. Bem- 
hardt’g eoueh. The French govern­
ment hag never accorded her the of­
ficial recognition ttiut was bestowed 
on the late Kosa Bonheur and a few 
other famous Frenchwomen — she 
lias never been given the cross of 
the Legion of Honor.

A determined effort was made to 
secure the cross for her some five 
years ago. A magnificent fete was 
organized in her honor. Perform­
ances of the third act of “Pliedre” 
and the fourth act of “Rome Vain- 
cuc” were given at the Renaissance. 
This was followed by a luncheon for 
500 actors, litterateurs, artists, poli­
ticians—all those who go to make 
up “tout Paris,” in fact—at the 
conclusion of which poems in her 
honor were fead by Francois Cop- 
pee, Edmond Rostand, Andre Theu- 
l'iet and Catullc Mendes, and the 
fete came to an end with the corona­
tion of Mme. Bernhardt as queen of 
the drama.

The ministry were then besought 
to grant the coveted decoration. 
But for once the ministry were cha­
ry of dispensing the favor. Whetlrer 
it was that they thought her un­
worthy of the honor or that the 
proper influence had not been 
brought to bear, Mme. Bernhardt’s 
name has never coine out in the 
lists, and she is still without the 
right to display the “splash of red” 
that means so much in France.—
