Newport, August 19, 1902.
About 140 of us arrived here by rail 

to Yaquina and then live miles by 
boat at 6 o’clock last Saturday even­
ing and the whole town and all the 
people from the surrounding hills’ 
cottages and camps came down to 
tiie wharf to greet us. The Chenmwa 
Indian band was aboard and so were 
perhaps 75 teachers and attaches from 
Indian schools and reservations all ov­
er the northwest. The sessions of the 
inst i tu te  began a t  the auditorium last 
evening with addresses of welcome b> 
different prominent men, and respons­
es by a number of workers among In ­
dians in differe i t  parts of the coun­
try. The institute will be in session 
all week. Several hundred Indians 
from different reservations have come 
and are camping around in honor of 
the occasion. Not less than  3,000 
persons are now here, only about 500 
of whom are permanent  residents of 
Newport. 1 he town is comparatively 
dull and sleepy except during the 
sum m er when great numbers flock in 
for pleasure and health. A mile over 
the hill north of town, where Nye 
creek enters the ocean, is the popular 
place for camping and surf bathing, 
and about 150 cottages, many of them 
quite  nice, have been erected, and 
more are goiug up every year. The 
owners occupy them during the  sum ­
mer, and part  of them are rented d u r ­
ing the winter. T he  winter climate 
is said to be as attractive as the sum ­
mer, and it is expected that  this will 
gradually become a winter resort. Dr. 
M inthorn, formerly of Salem, has 
built a large sanitarium on the bluff 
a t  the oceans edge south of Nye creek. 
At present it is mostly devoted to 
bathing—hot or cold, salt or fresh wa­
ter, he having over 40 ba th  rooms 
which are well patronised. I t  will 
doubtless become a popular water 
cure establishment* The most prom 
inent  Nye Creek man is S. G. Irwin, 
to whom is due most of the credit  of 
the upbuilding of the settlement,  lie  
opened his home tc acornmodate a 
few boarders and the demand contin­
ued to increase until  he had to build 
an addition of 20 rooms, and today lx* 
lias 50 boarders. Two grocery stores 
and several milk and vegetable wag­
ons supply the canq s and cottage 
dwellers, and two stores deal in all 
kinds of curios, Lots and lots of In ­
dian baskets, m any of them made on 
the ground, are being sold a t  from 25 
cents to $2. Tho throe Newport ho­
tels and a number of boarding houses 
are now full of guests. During the 
tti ite editorial association meeting 
here last Thursday, Friday and Sa tur­
day the  place was full to overflowing. 
All kinds of fish can he bought a t  the 
market and many of the sojourners go 
out and catch th»'ir own meat from 
the briny dee}». Some dig and feast 
on clams and :ock oysters which seem 
not so popular as a few years. Stroll­
ing on the beach is a favorite pastime. 
The place for surf bathing a t  the 
m outh of the creek could not he bet- 
ter. The bath house located there 
rents perhaps 100 suits a day and has 
numerous dressing rooms. T here is 
bathing every forenoon and afternoon 
tlie hours varying with the incoming 
of the tide. Several hundred arc al­
ways congregated along the 
watching the antics and lun among 
those in the surf.
