The Salem, Falls City ifc Western 
railway has been completed from Dal­
las to Falls City, nine miles south 
west. A passenger conch arrived on 
Friday and Sunday afternoon it took 
76 excursionists to Falls City. While 
freight is being taken both wavs daily, 
it will perhaps he ten days before reg­
ular passenger trains are run. In the 
meantime a large force of men with a 
big steam shovel are ballasting the 
road into smooth and solid ship:).

George Coad i* 
agent there and Willard Gilbe rt has 
charge of their office in rear of the 
Wilson drug store here. Trains will 
start from the Southern Pacific depot 
and Ageut Woods will sell tickets and 
handle express matter. Tin* distance 
is nine miles and the fate 35 cents 
Trains will leave here at 7 :20and 1 :20 
and will leave Falls City at 9:20 and 
3;30, making the run each way in 40 
minutes. There is a siding at Fern’s 
five miles from Dallas for passenger 
ami freight accommodation. (Super­
intendent Gerlinger and Chief Engi­
neer Convert have done good work 
and made themselves popular with 
their employes ami the public. J. S. 
Talbot, who worked so long and etrn- 
eally for a railroad outlet from Falls 
City has charge of engine No. 1, which 
for the time being can haul all trains 
over the road. From now on the 
growth of Falls City will be more rap­
id than ever before, and othei indus­
tries besides the lumber business will 
be established there In duo time the 
road will be pushed on into the im­
mense body of fine timber farther 
west. And while that section is reap­
ing benefits Dallas too will come in 
for a good share of additional prosper- 
ity.
