Continue 
beating and add gradually three level 
tablespoonfuls of sugar; then fold in 
three level tablespoonfuls more of 
sugar.

IIow  to  M ake Flff P ic k le « .
Fig pickles are so rarely offered that 

they still rank as a novelty in the 
home preserving list, says the Philadel­
phia Bulletin. Use pulled figs aiid al­
low three-quarters of a pound of sugar 
to every pound of fruit. Make a sirup 
of the sugar and a cupful of water to 
oath pound, boil and skim for five min­
utes, and then drop the figs in and 
simmer till a straw will penetrate 
them. Put them In jars in layers, with 
a few cloves, bits of whole ciunamoil 
and a very little mace between, and 
cover with sirup, but do not close the 
cans. For three mornings pour off the 
sirup without moving the fruit, reheat 
it to the boiling point and put it back. 
The third morning measure it and al­
low one cupful of vinegar to every 
three of sirup. Boil It up thoroughly, 
pour at once over the figs and close the 
cans.

H ow  to M ake Lem on H oney .
A pound >f loaf sugar, six eggs, leav­

ing out the whites of two; the Juice of 
three lemons and the grated rind of 
two; one-half pound of the best butt r. 
Put all into a granite saucepan or dou­
ble boiler and stir gently over a slow 
fire until the mixture looks like honey. 
This honey will keep for some time.
