Seventeen school voters assembled at 
the city hull Monday afternoon at 2 
o’clock, for the purpose of electing a 
new school director and transacting 
other business. Hon. U. S. Laughary 
was elected director, without opposi­
tion, to fill out the unexpired term of I. 
N. Woods, which ends on June 1, 1907. 
On motion of II. L. Fenton a 2 mill 
tax was voted, or rather placed at 
the disposal of the school board, for the 
purpose of fitting up a room for the 
newly established tenth grade and the 
employment of a teacher for the same. 
The taxable property now available for 
school purposes is about $400,OCX) 
in this district, ami by the increased 
valuation in property it will next year 
am ount to about double that sum. It is 
not thought by the directors that they 
will need only 1 mill,but in order to pro­
vide for any contingencies that may pos­
sibly arise a 2 mill tax was voted. A 
new room will have to he fixed up ready 
for occupancy, desks provided and other 
necessary school paraphanalia purchas­
ed.
