1 ap pela tion  is derived  from a  classical 

source.
M any presen t-day  readers a re  p ro b ­

ably no t acqua in ted  w ith  Kola a t a ll, 
unless it he th ro u g h  ti e m edium  of 
som e m instre l show joke, or new pa per 
reference to th e  so-call« d “ h ayseeds” 
w ho in h a b it t h a t  venerable com m unity . 

; Such readers would no d o u b t be s u r ­
prised to lea rn  th a t  only by a m ere 
chance Eola has no t changed places 
w ith  Salem , b u t it is a fact th a t  in th e  
early  te rrito ria l day s E ola cam e w ith in  
one vote of being c rea ted  th e  cap ita l of 
th e  sta te .

In recalling  th e  sto ry  yesterday , 
Breeze (ribson told of an uncle  of his. 
J . B. V. B utler, long since deceased, 
but fa th e r  of th e  p resen t Polk county 
B utlers, who founded th e  second store  
in P o rtland . A no ther uncle cut t i e  
b rush  from w hat is now one of th e  p r in ­
cipal stree ts  in P o rtla n d , in o rd er th a t 
th e  stree t m ight be surveyed. T his was 
in th e  early  ’40’s w hen P o rtlan d  was a 
sm all ham let.

At th a t  tim e  S o la  w as known as ( ’in- 
c in r a t t i ,  the  nam e probab ly  having been 
applied by form er residen ts of tin* B uck­
eye sta te . At any  ra te , th e  Oregon Cin- 
c in n a tti lived u p  to i t ’s cosm opolitan 
ti tle , for it was a  bustling  tow n indeed. 
In  fact, th e  C in c in n a tti of those «lays 
was a g rea t deal larger th a n  th e  Eola 
of th e  present t im e . A curious incident 
in regard  to  Mr. G ibson’s uncle is th a t 
Mr. B utler sol«l o u t h is sto re  in P ortland  
ami estab lished  . business in C in c in n a t­
ti, Polk county , beeauee be though  be 

; coubl secure an increase of trad e , having 
1 a larger population  to d raw  upon. This 
even t, as n ear as Mr. G ibson can re- 
ineniem hcr, o ccu m l in th e  y ear 1850. 
Besides M r. B u tle r’s store  th e re  were 
m any o th e r  successful en te rp rises  con­
duct e«l in w hat was th en  th e  m etropolis 
of th e  W illam ette  vallev. T he list in ­
cludes the  first saw m ill and g ris t mill 
ever erected  in  Oregon, w hich were 
owned ami opera ted  by Alva Shaw . In 
regard to  tlie changing  of th e  nam e of 
th e  tow n from C in c in n a tti to Eola, th e  
facts a re th o ^ e : ft was aliout th a t  year
or in the  early  six ties , when a g*e t 
am o u n t of in te re s t along m usical line- 
was m anifested  in th e  Polk C ountv  
neighborhood. M usical societies ami 
singing schools w ere organized  and 
m any teachers of m usic arose in tin* 
lan d , includ ing  Tom Pearce, th e  father 
of Lot Ii. Pearce  and George ,T. Pearce 
of Salem . Tn conform ity  w ith  th is  for- 
war<l m ovem ent in civilization, th e  in ­
h a b ita n ts  began to  search about for a 
m ore classical nam e to designate  a 
neighhorhoo«! of such u nusua l cu ltu re . 
It was th u s  th a t  th a t  th e  present nam e 
was derived from  th e  Aeolian h a rp , an 
ancien t in s tru m en t w hich took its  title  
from Aeolus, th e  God of th e  w ind.

T he clim ate  th e re  is a liou t th e  
nam e d u rin g  th e  en tire  year, and  it if 
Incom ing so fam ed a llo v e r  th e  land.
