AN INSTANCE.

The Cannery Proposition Now Up 
to a Committee.

Last Saturday our city was pretty
well crowded with those from out of 
town who had conic to town to take ad ­
vantage of the many attractions offered 
by our m erchants, and to a ttend  the 
several meetings scheduled for th a t day. 
One of the greatest attractions for many 
was the H orticu ltu ral meeting, at 
which it had been announced there 
would be un effort made to s ta r t a can­
nery. It has long been known th a t our 
farm ers and fruit growers desire such 
an in stitu tion , hut th e  setting  of the 
hall in motion has until this tim e been 
retarded by various things. The Polk 
County H orticulturaf meeting was called 
most particularly  to hear from Col nu*l 
Hofer and J. B. Shepard, president and 
secretary of th e  W illam ette Valley 
Development League, and who had 
announced through the press th a t they 
would he h*»re on th a t date , th e ir main 
object being to secure 1JXX) facts of pro­
duction in th e  valley. Polk, as Colonel 
Hoefer informed us prior to the m eet­
ing, is to he one of eight counties to 
e te r in to  the scheme. The idea is to 
get short, concise statem ents ol some 
ex tra  productive yield, allowing over 
10v) to  each county, have them  ail print- 
e 1 in neat shape, and then Hood the 
east and middle west with th is lite ra ­
tu re  just prior to the H oineteekers’ low 
r.itrs  which go into effect on the ra il­
roads some tim e in March. This m a t­
te r will ulso he used through th e  many 
county papers to help along in the good 
cause. These gentlem en have yet four 
counties to visit, and will then compile 
th e  facts .gathered as soon as possible 
and the railroads will a ttend  to th -c irc u ­
lating  of them . The literature  can also 
be used to fu rther advertise any desired 
section, as space will be left for th a t 
purpose. It is l»elieved th a t 50,000 new 
people can l»c put into the W illam ette 
valley th is year by this method of 
advertising. The m ethod is not new, 
and has lieen found to he very  success­
ful iu o ther places, especially Canada.

Both Colonel Hofer and Mr. Shepard 
are practical orchard¡sts and cannery 
men, being in terested  in the Salem can­
nery. They say th a t we should have a 
cannery at once and tn a t it should be a 
stock concern. Also th a t it should liegin 
to operate as soon as possible. T ha t we 
have everything to make it a success 
am i no drawbacks. The only trouble 
would he the lack of sufficient small 
fru its to keep it going at the most pro­
pitious tim e, hut th a t ju st as soon as it 
is known we are to have a cannery , the 
berries and such will beset out in unlim ­
ited quantities. Mr. Hofer says there 
need he no fear of overstocking th e  m ar­
ket, as there is constan t dem and for the 
o u tp u t of ten tim es as m any canneries 
as we have. It is also astonishing in 
th is industry  how much can he utilized 
th a t you would not th ink worth the 
picking up. .And then th is very th ing 
gives em ploym ent to women and ch ild ­
ren who can thus he practically inde­
pendent, as a cannery operates a goodly 
portion of the year. After these gentle­
men finished th e ir explanation of the 
cannery business, it was decided to 
appoint a com m ittee to solicit stock and 
here they are: M. M. Ellis, J . L. Brown, 
H enry Voth, J . G. VanOrsdel, H. G. 
Campbell and Dee Dunn. It is a good 
com m ittee and th e  Item izer predicts 
that they will do th e  work thoroughly 
and well. All of them  have had prac­
tical experience in fruit raising and 
thoroughly understand  the necessity of 
a cannery at Dallas to take care of the 
crops that are becoming more abu nd an t 
each year. T hat they will m eet with a hearty  response from our residents who have surplu cash to invest we tru ly  believe. All are interested in w orking ill) our products a t h o rn e ts  far as possi­ble, instead of having to send the m ajor portion of our outpu t away, as is now the case Let us all give one long and strong pull and th e  cannery will he lauded.

Force, a neighbor, to  obtain  th e  key to the Perkins house. This key bail l>een left there by Mr. Perkins so th a t the young ladies rooming th ere  could get it upon retu rn ing  from th e ir  holiday vaca­tion. B ut Mr. Perkins had retained a key and it irt supposed th a t th e  rash act was com m itted «luring th e  la tte r p art of 
the afternoon.Mr. Dalton upon en tering  th e  house 
went to  Mr. Perkin«’ room and found him lying on the bed cold in death . lie  had taken a large dose of carbolic acid to end his life, and from appearances he died w ithout a struggle, although a l>ortion of his face w as badly burned  by acid. Coroner C hapm an was notified and has charge of the rem ains. An in­quest may not be deemed necessary, Mr. Perkins was a prom inen t citizen and a good business m an and his death  
is deplored by all. He was a memlwr of the I. O. O. F. and a YV’oodinan of the World. Ju s t why lie should do such a rash act is unknow n, being well to «lo and having a h«jst of friends.'—E nter­
