For the first time in 
this country the single tax becomes 
an issue in a sovereign state. It 
comes up in practi al form, and it is 
dissociated from any party or from 
any personality. It is to U* fought 
out. on its merits, and apparently it 
will l»e impossible for its enemies to 
complicate it with any other question. 
This is the immense advantage of the 
re'eren him. It compels the vo er to 
do his own thinkiu \ He finds it im­
possible to shield himself behind a 
party or candidate. He must vote on 
the question itself, and he must vote 
a flat yes or no. There is no dodging 
the issue

On the face of it this movement 
looked to the establishment of the 
sin. le tax on lai d values in Oregon 
may not -eem important to the peo­
ple outside that state except as an in­
to res ini' manifestation of current 
ec-nom ic tendencies. Hut on exami­
nation it will be found to concern 
practically the whole country and es­
pecially the states adjacent to Oregon 
whose manufactures and business are 
of a similar character.
