A dispatch from Salem yesterday to | 
the Portland Journal sa\ s : Complaint j
has hern made against Judge J. I. Co!-I 
litis, oi Pallas, by James Sykes, of P«»lk 
county, who alleges that Collins, who 
has for a number of years, loaned state i 
school funds in Polk countv, overcharged 
him fur aii application for a loan. I he 
charges were heard hi Treasurer Ste i 
arid ( iovernor Chamberlain of the land | 
board yesterday afternoon. Their de- j 
ci-ion was reserved.

Svkes eitarged that Collins had been 
overcharging those who applied for loans 
of sei.ool money. Collins had Iteeu 
appointed by the hoard to act for it :it 
Polk county and to receive applications 
for loans out of the state school fund, 
Sykes says Collins charged him $b> for 
filing ids application and $10 for a 
worthies' abstract, which if forwarded 
to the land hoard, would have defeated 
his application for a loan. Sykes said 
he had asked for a $2,000 loan hut never 
had obtained it because of his dispute 
with Judge Collins.

On the other hand, Collins said he 
had tiled the application for Sykes with­
out cost, but had mad«; an abstract for 
him for $10 atid then charged him $15 to 
examining it and giving an opinion on 
the abstract. Collins admitted that the 
abstract was worthless, hut it was be­
cause the titles wen; not clear. He said 
he could not advise the board to make 
the loan, and therefore gave the opinion 
that tlie titles were not good, which, lie 
said, had offended Sykes.

Its 
secondary purpose is to ease the farm­
ers tax burdens by exempting his 
stock and improvcm nts.

Were the single tax amendment 
now before the people constructed so 
as to accomplish these ends and no 
others, it would meet with almost 
universal approval; hut it nidifies its 
|M)ssihle merits by exempting all man­
ufacturing plants. This is an outra­
geous privilege granted without right 
or reason to a sot of tin» most shame­
less trusts in the country, and because 
the amendment thus tries to insult 
the inteligoneo of the voters, it ought 
to Is* defeated.

Now there are a few other hri - lit
