George Selby Lifts Veil of Mystery.

Last  T hursday  afternoon Mr. J .  M. 
Walters noticed smoke coming from 
Geo. Selby’s place some 4 miles from 
town, and in company with Mr. Reed, 
ano ther  neighbor, went over  the re  to | 
find the  outbuildings anti house nearly j 
consumed by th e  flames. They  noticed ; 
a body in th e  house, bu t  th e  fire w r s '  
too ho t  to reach it. Word was sen t  to j 
Coroner Cha pm a n  ami he em paneled  a 
ju ry  consisting of T. ,T. H avter ,  J .  D. 
Smith. II. B. Cos per,  H. L. Crider, W. 
J. White and Ed Biddle. From th e  ev­
idence offered these gentlemen adduced 
those probable f a c t s : That  George Sel­
by had not been in good health for some 
t im e ;  th a t  continual  brooding over his 
a i lm ent  had rendered him temporari ly  
insane ;  that  while in this condition he 
net fire to his barns and outhouses,  and 
then  went into his dwelling house, 
f in d  tha t ,  and took his own fife by a 
Gullet. Every th ing  bears out  such a con­
clusion. He was in this office only a 
few weeks ago, and was perfectly ration 
al in every respect, but  George Medley 
testifies tha t  he suffered much from in- 
somonia, whien would eventually  drive 
anyone crazv.

Sir Selby was a man of some 45 years, 
and had lived her«* since 188.1, on a tract 
50 acres which he bought of Judge  Boise 
He used to  m ake a living bv hauling 
wood, but  qu i t  tha t  a year  or two ago. 
having enough ahead to support him 
in his simple mod«* of lit’«*. He was a 
bachelor,  ami seeme«l tn cherish a spe­
cial aversion for womankind. His place 
is well stocke«!. ami brought in sufficient 
income f«»r all his needs, an d  lie leaves 
several  hundred  dollars in the  bank. 
He came here from Virginia  and it is 
thought has a bro ther  yet residing there,  
ami maybe o ther  relatives elsewhere 
Coroner C ha pm a n  has wireil to know 
th e i r  wishes in th e  m at te r .  Eugene 
H av te r  is acting as adm in is t ra to r  of the 
estate

As the  body was nearly consumed, no 
bullet  marks were to be seen, bu t  the 
gun was close by ami had been fired off 
bv hand and not by the  heat .
