Up to last Saturday night 
there has been subscribed for the 
coming year $13,661, to which will be 
added $1,400, the total being more 
than a dollar and a half for every 
man, woman and child in the city, 
and this will be used in advertising 
the resources and advantages of Flu- 
gene and Lane county. Eugene is 
determined to go ahead and doesn't 
mind a little thing like n national 
election.

Several times lately we have been 
asked if the Itemizer is to have a 
bargain day this fall, as last year.

By the by, the Itemizer is 
the only paper in Oregon, outside of 
tho Portland dailies, that furnishes 
such a supplement. That it is justi­
fiable is evidenced by our large sub­
scription list. This we do not have 
to brag about, as every postmaster in 
the county can tell you how that 
matter stands, We may and we may 
not give a bargain day.

The working men of the nation on 
last Tuesday had the chance once 
more to start the proper machinery 
in motion, controll their own affairs 
nnd enact their own laws for the bet­
terment of their own condition and

Dallas Steam Laundry not Small 

Institution by any Means.
Although wo have always known that 

our steam laundry employed a number 
of hands and was doing e cracker jack 
business, yet we hardly ever grasped 
the full significance of the benefit such 
au institution ifl to the town until in 
conversation with Mr. Thompson, its 
genial and enterprising proprietor, we 
the other day gleaned a few items. 
First, let ur fiay that Mr.Thompson is a 
man after our own heart, one who thor­
oughly believes that the way to build 
up Dalian ifl to patronize Dallas people. 
That ban been our motto since living 
here, and with Mr. Thom peon we firm­
ly believe that is the best way to build 
up our town successfully. Never go 
outside for anything you can got at 
home*. Patronize your home people if 
you expect them to patronize you. In 
the end you will find that tho cheapest, 
most provocative of a friendly feeling, 
and but simple justice between man 
and man.

The Dallas Steam Laundry has a con­
tinual monthly payroll of *400, every 
Saturday night $100 in cash being dis­
tributed among its rt to 10 employees, 
each of whom at once comes up town 
and before long sets it going in other 
channels. The money then paid out 
regularly maintains six families with alt 
the luxuries and necessities of life. It 
goes to the butcher, the baker, the can­
dlestick maker, etc. And this has noth­
ing to do with the other expenses of the 
concern, such as wood, lights, etc. Last 
month Mr. Thompson’s bill for express 
alone was $00, for the sending out and 
return of laundcried goods, besides the 
Dallas trade, Mr. Thompson does work 
for all the neighboring towns of Falls 
Oily, Independence, Monmouth. iVnv- 
dale, Ballston, McCoy, Rick real), etc. 
The outside trade lev exceeds that of 
the town, and is a pleasing attestant of 
the superior work of our laundry, and 
that we can get the work in competition 
w ith other places where lautideries are 
always reaching out for the trade of the 
town mentioned. Considerable money 
is necessarily invested in a plant of this 
kind the size of ours, and it would be a 
revelation to many to go through the 
works and seethe amount of high priced 
and up to date machinery contained 
therein, and the facilities they have for 
turning out the very best kind of work. 
We hope the business will even double 

j what it is now. meaning added pros- 
' t**ritv to the proprietor, the employ­
ment of more hands amt a larger Dallas, 
as every little helps in that grand work.
