Marble Stains
Can vou tell me how to remove grease 

stains from marble? READER.
Make a paste of equal parts of pulver­

ized pumice stone and chalk and as much 
washing soda as there is of the chalk and 
pumice stone together. Add water enough 
to make a paste and spread over the stains. 
Let it stand a few hours and then wash off with hot soapsuds.

Ink Spots on Leather
There has been spilled on a brown 

leather pocketbook of mine some ink. Now 
1 value this pocketbook greatly and would 
like to know if there is any simple remedy 
to remove the stain? M. E.

To remove the ink make a saturated so­
lution of oxalic acid and water and apply 
it with a cloth to the spot. As soon as 
the ink stain disappears apply a cloth wet 
in clear water. If the color is taken from 
the leather, as it may be, for th®acid is a 
powerful bleacher, you can restore it with 
one of the dyes, so common in the market. 
Match the color of the leather, dilute the 
dye and touch the spot until the right 
color is restored.

A  R ed  S w e a te r
I washed a soiled red sweater for my 

boy and seemingly ruined it. The greasy, 
woolly smell and greasy feeling of the gar­
ment makes it unfit for use. As it is per­
fectly good 1 wish you would tell me what 
to do for it? A READER.

You evidently did not wash it properly, 
probably used hard water and ordinary 
laundry soap. White soap is the best to 
use with any woolen goods, and a soap is 
made especially for just such laundering. 
Try again, using borax and white soap in 
the hot water, making a go<̂ d suds. Do 
not rub soap on the sweater. Let it lie 
in the hot soapsuds until thoroughly 
soaked and then press gently with the 
hands until free from dirt. Rinse in more 
hot water, in which a little borax has been 
dissolved, and then press the moisture out 
of the sweater with your hands and hang 
in the shade to dry.

W h ite  S p o ts  o n  T a b le
Will you kindly tell me through the col­

umns of your paper what is good to take
out white spots from my dining-room 
table? MRS. M.

The immediate application of raw lin­
seed oil will usually restore the color. The 
oil should be left on the spot for several 
hours, or over night. If the oil does not 
restore the color, the spot should be re- 
polished with a piece of cheese cloth I 
moistened with turpentine.

What will clean willow furniture?
What will remove iron stains from mar­

ble t HOUSEKEEPER.
Use salt and water. Apply with a brush 

and then rub dry.
Wet the marks with oil of vitriol, let it 

remain fifteen or twenty miiuitcs, then 
wash otT and rub dry with a soft cloth.

Kindly explain in your column the way 
to enamel a plain zinc bath tub and the 
necessary articles. Also how to dry rose 
leaves. How can I take paint spots out of 
a white dress? Kindi)' give your candid' 
opinion of my writing.

Enameling a zinc hath tub would be 
labor thrown away. 1 have seen these 
tubs painted with an enamel paint, but 
even then they are far from clean and not 
sanitary. This enamel paint is best used 
on a foundation of iron, when, with great 
care, it may be kept presentable.

I put rose leaves in paper bags, where 
they dry and retain a delicious perfume. 
Some people use salt. In making a rose 
jar salt is always added to the accumulat-1 
ing leaves.

Soften and remove the paint with tur­
pentine. then cleanse the -pot with soft, 
warm water and a pure soap.

K e e p  F r u i t  f r o m  S p o i l in g

Many housekeepers are not successful 
in canning fruit, and frequently find their 
jars running over or “working” a few 
weeks after being sealed and put away. 
This may be due to several causes, viz., 
imperfect fruit, unsterilized cans, or tops 
that are imperfect and not air-tight. When 
caused by the latter, it is easily remedied 
by melting paraffin or seMing-wax and 
flipping the top of each jar, after it is 
tightly screwed down, in the melted wax. 
After allowing it to cool and harden, if 
any air-holes show dip again. L. L. D.
