THOSE 0 . & C. LAND GRANTS.

M arch 1 is th e  d a te  set for th e  first 
d a s h  beteen counsel for th e  railroad 
and a tto rneys for th e  governm ent in 
th e  fam ous land g ra n t su it of th e  
U nited  S ta tes  against th e  Oregon & 
C alifornia com pany, involving tit le  to 
land in th is  s ta te  w orth betw een $40, 
000.000 and $50.000,000.

T he tim e  was set by Judge W olver- 
ton in th e  U nited  S ta tes c ircu it court 
th is  m orning on m otion of W. D. 
Fen ton , rep resen ting  th e  railroad  com ­
pany. M onday B. D. Tow nsend, 
special assis tan t to  th e  a tto rn ey  gen er­
al, who has had th e  case in han d  for 
th e  governm en t, m ade a  m otion th a t  a 
d a te  be decided on for th e  first hearing . 
At th a t  tim e  Judge W olverton was un ­
able to set an exac t da te , ow ning to the  
ju ry  cases on th e  calendar. D uring  th e  
la tte r  p a rt of F eb ruary  all these cases 
will be disposed of and  Judge W olver­
ton, therefore, se t th e  a rg u m en t for 
M arch 1.

The hearing  se t dow n by Jud ^e  
W olverton th is  m orning involves th e  
a rgum en t of th e  dem u rre r filed by th e  
railroad  com pany to th e  charges set 
forth  in th e  su it  in equ ity  b rought by 
th e  governm ent.
