Loss

Fire which start«»<l at 11 o'clock in the 
cupola of the foundry of the State Peni- 
ten tarv , Tuesday destroyed the foundry, 
the polishing room and the moulding 
room. The loss is estimated a t $.‘10,000.

Kach departm ent is housed in a separ­
ate brick building. 121 by 225 feet, and 
these building are a complete wreck, j 
At midnight the fire was under control, 
although still burning fiercely in two of | 
the  buildings.

It is thought the fire started from a 
blast set off at 4 :3Q in the  afternoon in 
the foundry. I t  is believed this blast 
left some sparks in the cupola, where 
they smouldered until late in the even­
ing, when they blazed up.

The shops are 100 feet or more from 
the main building where the  prisoners 
are confined, and there was no danger 
of the 600convicts being set free. When 
the alarm  was sounded about 116 trusties 
were f iltra ted , and they a t once began 
laying hose and fighting the flames, and 
aided m aterially in keeping the fire from 
spreading until the citv departm ent 
could reach the scene, a mile ami a half 
distant.

SOON TO'COMMENCE.

Work on Our New Macadam 
Streets to Begin Soon.

I t  is the intention of our city coun­
cil to get busy in the near future on 
the sum m er’s street work. On the 
block to be improved by macadam this 
year a number of the cement curbs are 
already laid, and nearly all the bal­
ance contracted for, so that the city 
will have hut little to «lo in that line 
when the tim e lim it set for the citizens 
to do the work expires May 7th. We 
believe there to he only three property 
owners who have not contracted their 
work and desire the city to do it for 
them . It is expected that street work 
will begin for the summer by the last 
of next week, ami from that on will he 
pushed vigorously until the blocks are 
completed th a t have been designated 
as th is years work. The city quarry 
is now turning out crushed rock for 
the three miles of road from town to 
the quarry, and we will soon have out 
th a t way as good a macadam road as 
there is in the state.

The city is hampered materially in 
not owning a wheel scraper and road 
grader, and hav'ng to borrow them 
from the county at such times as they 
arc* not in use. Our present finances} 
will not permit of the purchase of | 
these articles, although the need of | 
them is severely felt in keeping the 
work up.

BIG SALE OF LAND.

The Broadmead Farm Sold to Port­
land Capitalists.

Broadmead farm, or as more familiar­
ly known the Ladd and Reed farm, lo­
cated in Yamhill and Polk counties, con­
sisting of 3000 acres, has been bought by 
Portland investors. Broadmead farm is 
probably the best known large tract in 
a single holding in Western Oregon, and 
for years has been famous as a stock and 
farming tract. The purchase was made 
bv a syndicate composed of L. R. Mene- 
fee, D E. Keasy, J . R. Patterson and 
George Akers, and through the agency 
of D. E. Keasey & Co., the property was 
transferred to the  Columbia Trust Com­
pany. The consideration is reported to 
be about $200,000. About 500 acres was 
retained by Menefee and Keasev, in­
cluding the big farmhouse, the inten- 
tion being to modernize the honse and 
make of it a country home for the two 
families of the owners.

It is the purpose of the Columbia 
Trust company to subdivide the big 
farm into five and ten acre tracts and 
place them on the market, the great in­
flux of colonists practically assuring the 
sale of these smaller tracts from the 
start.

The Southern Pacific runs directly 
through the property, the distance from 
Portland being 42 miles. The Sheridan 
and Dallas junction is in the heart of 
the tract, and the  projected line of the

McMinnville branch of the Oregon Elec­
tric road also runs through the property. 
The propo ed townsite of Broaameud 
will l e located at the junction, which
provides an ideal location for a new 
town, there lufing already sites engaged 
for a hotel, general store and blacksm ith 
shop The tru st company is to act as 
selling agent for townsite lots and acre­
age.

One Called for May 19th to Vote
on School Bonds.

School Clerk Campbell in todav post­
ing notices for another school election, 
ti»e same to take place a t the court­
house at 2 o'clock on May 19th “ for the 
purpose of providing means for the 
building of a new school house in said 
district and the purchase of ground 
therefor.”

Last Saturday the proposition to 
bond the district for $40,000 for this 
purpose lost «nit by a small m ajority—10 
votes, 150 being cast altogether. One 
reason, and the main one we think , 
for the defeat of the request by the 
school board, was that our taxpayers 
were not fully informed as regarding 
the «lesires of the lx>ar«l and how it was 
possible to erect a creditable school 
building without great cost to the tax ­
payers. All weiv afraid th a t an affirm­
ative vote would result in greatly in­
creased taxes, which was not so inteml- 
ed by the board at all. They had so ar­
ranged as to make it a comparatively 
easy m atter to build in good shape a t 
verv little  cost.

The meeting now ealle«l is to Ik* a 
mass one of patrons of the district when 
the needs will be fully explained and a 
vote taken. A school house m ust be 
built, the only question with the tax 
payers being its cost. The Item izer will 
speak more fully on the proposition 
next week,
