We 
bare left the decision to them, and 
the name they decide on will be the 
city’s distinctive title. We only want 
to offer a few reasons why wo think 
The Beaver City tlie best one, and our 
col ii ms are open to any of the other 
suggesters to advocate their claims. 
Our first object in offering this prize 
was to get some tiling new and entire­
ly distinctive from other cities, while 
yet showing up at least one o( our 
leading industries. The town of Dal­
las could unquestionably assume the 
title ot the Prune City. SSlio was 
nearly the pioneer in that industry, 
considerable of our income is front 
that source, and it would not conflict 
with any other town so far as we know. 
The Beaver state has been adopted by 
Oregon as its official title, hut for 
some reason there is as yet no Beaver 
City. A resident of Dallas seems to 
have been the first to have noticed 
this omission.

WHA1 IT IS WORTH.

The Appraised Cash Valuation of 
the Late W. C. Brown Holdings.

Recently tlie appraisers of the late VV. 
C. Drown estate, Messrs M. M. Ellis, 
H. H. Cos per and Abel Uglow finished 
up their job of putting a valuation on 
their property. According to their es­
timate the total value of all the proper­
ty, basing such on what everything 
would bring in the open market if offer­
ed for sale today, is $129,820.21. The per­
sonal property, such as cash, notes, etc. 
they valued at $21,210, and the real es­
tate at $108,010. The inheritance tax will 
amount to some $750 and must be paid 
bv the administrator of the estate before 
it can l>e settled up. This is on the ba­
sis of 1 per cent, and taking Mrs. Maud 
Butler’s inheritance as an example, the 
brick in which the Itcmizer office is lo­
cated, and which the appraisers value 
at $800, will call for $.‘10 as her portion. 
Theinheritance tax is figured from tlie lif 
estate, and must la* done from tables of 
mortality furnished by the state treas­
urer, and shows how much the life own­
er’s estate is worth. Each heir pays 
one per centón all property willed to 
him or her in excess of $5000, Mrs. But- 
ler paying on $3000. The report of tlie 
appraisers is an interesting document, 
and involved quite an amount of work 
in its preparation.
