W orki"g along the line of securing 
the greatest results in protection 
against tire, with a minimum of ex­
penditure, the Forest Service has de­
ckled to establish on the most advan­
tageous points of the National For­
ests in the West a series of lookout 
stations from which news of the break­
ing out of forest fires can be telephon­
ed to forest officials. Since all of 
these stations will command a view of 
the country for miles around the work 
of detecting and extinguishing fires in 
their incipiency will, l>y this plan, be 
greatly expedited, with the result 
that many thousands of dollars worth 
of valuable timber will be saved annu­
ally. In most of the National Forest 
states the climate is very dry, and the 
rainfall light. Conditions, therefore, 
arcremarkubly favorable for the spread 
of fire and extraordinary diligence is 
necessary in patrolling dangerous 
areas. To administer the vast area 
included in the Naiional Forests, ap­
proximately 1(15,000,000 acres, the 
government lias about 1,400 men in 
the field. If each man could be used 
for fire patrol, he would have to cover 
approximately 138,000 acres. As a 
matter of fact, however, the volume of 
business on the National Forests has 
grown to such proportions that less 
than twenty-five per cent of the force 
is available. This makes it necessary 
to spread an average man's seivicc ov­
er nearly four times 138,000 acres, de­
creasing lire protection far below the 
lioint of safety in many cases. In the 
face of this, however, fire losses on the 
National Forests are kept at a point 
where they are trivial when compared 
with the damage which would lie 
caused were the lands contained in 
the National Forests unprotected.

One of the most enjoyable events of 
the Alaska-Youkon-Paeilic Exposi­
tion will bo the meeting of the Nil 
tional Editorial Association which is 
scheduled to convene in Seattle Ju'y 
10-24, and elaborate preparations are 
being made by the local Press Club 
for the entertainment of the vi.-itors 
while in the city. Assurances have 
already been received that the at­
tendance will be the largest in the 
history of tlie Association, including 
all the prominent newspaper men in 
the United States, accompanied in 
most instances by wives or relatives. 
Aside from the convention, which will 
lie enteresting in point of speakers at­
tending, papers to l>e read and other 
enjoyable features of the program, the 
crowning feature of the whole gather­
ing will be a special excursion to 
Alaska. This lias been arranged by 
the Alaska .Steamship company on 
the commodious steamer, ‘ ‘North­
western,”  which will sail from Seattle 
July 24, for a twenty days cruise to 
Alaska waters, including a railroad 
trip in this land of gold, glaciers and 
geysers. The voyage will end so far 
as miles and distance is concerned, at 
Port Graham, hut the memory of it 
will livelong after the fortunate editors 
return to their respective homes, and 
the 24th annual convention has be­
come ancient history.

PRICES TO HIGH.
So Says Newell Who has Been 

Traveling in East.
W. K. Newell, o f Gaston, rep­

resenting the Oregon Horticul­
tural society, who has been trav­
eling through the East studying 
the apple situation, both as to 
production and market, had a 
conference at Washington Mon­
day with Secretary Wilson and 
other Agricultural Department 
officials. He was assured on 
every hand that there is no dan­
ger o f overproduction o f apples 
in Oregon; that the Eastern mar­
ket is almost unlimited, but be­
fore the trade can assume large 
proportions means must be de­
vised for getting Oregon apples 
into the Eastern market at le^s 
cost to the consumer.

They are in great demand for 
their quality, but the price is al­
most prohibitive. Mr. Newell 
says after weeks o f study that 
higher prices in the East arise 
from the fact that apples pass 
through too many hands before 
reaching the consumer and there­
fore pay too many profits. He 
believes this can be overcome.

NINE MILES LAID.

Railroad to Salem Being Built 
Very Rapidly
