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Again it lias been conclusively prov­
en that our climate is tbe best in the 
world, and that when moisture is 
needed to insure a good crop it will he 
forthcoming in plenty. Since our co­
pious rainfall of the first of the week, 
ail croakings regarding a threatened 
drouth and consequent pnrtial failure 
of crops have vanished into thin sir, 
and every farmer is wearing a satisfied 
smile, complacent in the knowledge 
that their cereals nnd fruit will now 
yield abundantly and the harvest he 

great.

We hope that the proposi ion to 
keep our streets continually lighted as 
during the carnival will meet with no 
oppo-ition, and that our business men 
w II see fit to put up the small amount 
asked of each to keep the lights going. 
With our niee macadam roadways, 
the superior light thus afforded will 
make Dallas a doubly attractive city, 
and conduce greatly toward encour­
aging new comers to settle in our 
midst. Our arc service is re t the 
best in the world, and those strings of 
incandescents will make of this a city 
beautiful.

Now comes the news that a big 
raise is to he made in the price of all 
wearing apparel. What else was to 
he expected? The people saw fit by 
their votes last Fall to again put in 
power the party who hnve fostered 
trusts, Rnd now should not have any 
objections to the prices on all articles 
of necessity being raised to the limit. 
The re-adjustment of the tariff by our 
national lawmakers is simply a farce 
from beginning to end, and will lead 
to no relief whatever. Every raiser of 
a comodity has too firmly embedded in 
his noggin the fool notion that to get 
a good price for what lie hns to sell, 
that article must be protected, and 
until that notion is eradicated, noth­
ing but high prices can possibly lie 
looked for.

Owing to the fact that the editor of 
the Itemizer has too many other irons 
in the fire to give the matter his |x*r- 
sonal attention, and also that a num­
ber of wouldbe contestants are too 
busy just now to enter into anything 
of the kind, we have concluded to de­
fer the opening of our contest until 
next October. We will change the 
first prize to a trip to Los Angeles 
next winter, instead of Beattie, nnd 
the contest will be managed by Mr. 
Banta, of Kansas, who will come to 
make his home here about that time. 
We believe this postponment will 
prove more satisfactory to all concern­
ed, and result in more effective work, 
coming at a time of year when all are 
not so busy with other things. Owing 
to the extortionate charges permitted, 
there does not seem to lie much of a

disposition on the part of our people 
to attend the Scuttle fair, and we call 
not blame them, according to the re­
ports from those who have lieen there. 
Lookout for full partieiilais of our big 
contest ns soon as the heft of your 
Fall work is over, nnd the crops safe­
ly gathered.

The apparent acceptance in some 
degree of the so-called Protective poli­
cy by the present Congressional rep­
resentatives of both the political par 
ties— the Republicans championing 
Protection with incidental revenue,

2. That Protection, by reducing 
tile quantity of incoming foreign 
gnnds, reduces the buying power rep­
resented by such goods, and conse­
quently subtracts from the demand 
for merchandise and labor which 
would inevitably lie fostered by tlio un­
rest ricto'd freedom of exchange.

3. That Protection, in addition to 
lessening the demand for labor, and 
to a consequent reduction of wages, 
greatly increases the cost of neces­
saries, thus becoming a powerful 
agent in dragging down the condition 
of our wage-earning classes.

4. That Protection has not only 
become the Mother of the Trusts, hut 
that, by stilling foreign competition, 
it has granted them a license to prey 
upon the community.

5. That Protection encourages ex­
travagance in national expenditures, 
which, as they nro paid by taxes on 
what the people consume, nro in the 
main extracted from the pockets of 
the wage earning and salaried classes,

ti. That Protection, by its methods 
of indirection, cunningly disguises the 

| incidence of taxation, and thus weak­
ens that desirable interest in legisla­
tion and in government iiolieUia w hich 
direct taxation tends to develop.

7. That Protection, which is in ef­
fect a process of class-enrichment by 
legislative favor, is a festering source 
of political corruption.

8. That Protection,by engendering 
special over-production ilueto exces­
sive prnfitsnnd wide spread under-con-

| sumption due to excessive prices, con- 
j tributes to producing those panics 
1 which cause so much human waste 
and misery.
