We went around this morning to take 
a look through the new cement garage 
and repair shop recently erected by 1). 
J. Riley for the use of Messrs. Harris & 
Stump. The building is as nearly lire- 
prool as it is possible to make one, the 
floors and walls being of cement, and 
the roof of asbestos, having no wood­
work in its construction excent the 
stringers or rafters. The outside has 
yet to receive its finishing coat of ce­
ment, and the woodwork inside will be 
given a coat of whitewash, making it a 
very clean and nice looking building in 
addition to the lire proof construction. 
The main building is 40x60 feet with a 
14-foot ceiling. It is connected direct 
with another room, the repair shop that 
is 15x22. This repair shop is fitted up 
with all the very latest machinery ne­
cessary for the repairing of autos, such 
as drills, lathes, shavers, etc., and has 
in its center a pit 6x4 so that a workman 
can get at every part of the machine he 
is fixing up. in the rear of the build­
ing there is also a blacksmith shop 12x16 
for the sharpening of tools and such 
other work as may become necessary, 
also a drainage pit for the washing of 
autos. The whole building is fitted up 
with sewer connections, water, electric 
lights, and all modern conveniences.

The main room is capable of storage 
facilities for 20 autos, and is so fitted up 
as to be ready for all their needs. Out­
side the building has been buried in the 
ground a storage tank for gasoline that 
holds 100 gallons, operated by compress­
ed air, and all one has to do is to back 
up their machine and turn on the fau­
cet and fill his tank. There is also a 
tire blowing up machine operated by 
the same power, and w hich works to 
perfection. The main entrance to the 
building is on Jefferson street, but ar­
rangements have been made whereby it 
will be possible to also enter from Main 
street, just north of the ice factory. 
This will be a great convenience, and 
save the long drive around the bl^ck. 
A good driveway will he prepared for 
this entrance just as soon as the rock
