JUST A FEW PLAIN FACTS.
W -------
We desire to submit a few 

plain facts regarding the Nor­
mal School situation in Oregon to 
the voters of Polk County. The 
State of Oregon owns in fee sim­
ple the property at Monmouth; 
the buildings and the ten acres 
of land about them. The State 
of Oregon will have one or more 
Normal Schools, because we 
must have teachers--all the 
States educate their teachers and 
encourage their young men and 
women to go to the State Nor­
mals for this special training: 
the United States government 
maintains a National Normal, at 
Manila, P. I., with George N.
Briggs as president. If it is good 
policy for all the other States, 
and it is for they are increasing 
the number, and for the U. S., it 
certainly is for Oregon. Granted 
then this argument, it becomes a 
question of location, taxes, etc.
It goes without saying that the 
location at Monmouth is ideal for 
this work. Easy of access, in a 
healthful locality; within easy 
reach of the State capital, also of 
the metropolis, and surrounded 
by a rich rolling country it is 
hard to imagine a place better 
fitted for this work. Again the 
expenses for the students, many 
o f whom are earning their own 
way, is here reduced to a min­
imum.

The question o f the taxes is 
one in which we are all vitally 
concerned; it seems to us the sit­
uation reduces itself to this: the 
State owns and controls this 
property; a fair valuation of it 
would be more than one hundred 
thousand dollars ($100,000.00); 
this is ready for operation as 
soon as funds are provided for 
paying this^expense; if a man 
pays a tax on one thousand dol­
lars, ($1,000.00) this will cost 
him four cents only a year and 
cannot cost him more till the law 
is changed by the people. If he 
pays taxes on five hundred dol­
lars, ($500.00) then two cents a 
year, etc. If this property is 
abandoned it will have to he pur­
chased by the tax payers at a 
very much greater outlay of 
money, for real estate in the 
towns is very high, and when 
the number and size of the build­
ings are considered, as well as
