That he is succeed­
ing goes without saying, for one has 
but to pay a visit to his plant and note 
the work being done there to realize 
the success the Itemizer is meeting 

I with. That this may continue, and its 
growth be marked, is the wish of all 
of us. 1 know. Progress and enterprise 
on the part of any firm or establish­
ment should meet with hearty ap­
proval and encouragement of all citi­
zens, and in the case of the itemizer, I 
feel that it does.

It has been said that the style of the 
j Itemizer should be changed. I say no. 
This is the style It haB followed for

I do not be­
lieve that progress demands the up­
heaval of everything; I do not believe 
that upon the altar of progress should 
be sacrificed all old land marks, all 
customs. Let us keep with us as long 
as possible a few of the things that 
will keep us from entirely forgettine 
the past; though the present and fu 
fare seem glorious to us, let us not 
forget that was just as glorious a past

And before we leave, let me say one 
word regarding the postoffice situa 
tlon. Though all candidates for thD 
position are able and worthy men. and 
men whose appointment would be ap­
proved by the citizens of this commun­
ity, still it seems at present as though 
the head of the Itemizer stands well in 
line to capture the mush-coveted plum 
I believe I can sav, without contra­
diction, that Mr. Flake's appointment 
to this position would meet with popu­
lar aporovat Though the other candl- 
•Htes hnve much to base their claims 
for preference upon, still our host Is 
not without many commendable rea­
sons whv he should be chosen as our 
postmaster for the next four years 
Always a staunch democrat, and ever 
readv with the columns of his wnrtliv 
newspaper to advance the cause n ' 
democracy, an editor opposed to pollfl 
cal hypocrisy, and refusing always to 
carry water upon both shoulders, but 
willing and anxious always to fight and 
debt 'ard for the nrlnclnles In which 
he believed, democracy owes much to 
Mm Packed bv a petition containing 
hundreds of names of residents of this 
city and county, and with his other 
qualifications. his claim Is strong. The 
n-esent administration also owes much 
to him, for was It not through the col­
umns of his newspaper that Woodrow 
Wilson received the first mention as 
n po»Rlblo presidential candidate upon 
the democratic ticket?

And so again, 1 say, 
that for the many fights in which the 
itemizer has engaged on behalf of 
democracy, and for the many nights 
the midnight oil has been burned in 
the preparation of democratic editor­
ials, the party now in control of the 
national government should not treat 
lightly the claims of our friend and 
host for the position which t)e covets.
