Hope springs eternal in the hum an breast. We have 
all at some time or o ther had this delectable feeling of 
either receiving riches from an unknow n source or 
making it by the sweat of our brow. But gradually, 
as the worry of years leaves the m arks oi care, we un­
willingly give up the hope of th a t unknow n uncle or 
great aunt shuffling off and leaving a wad to  us, and 
we roll up our sleeves and try  to m ake some of it ou r­
selves. If we would listen to good advice from the 
men who have gone through the world for years and 
know tha t chance "windfalls” of riches are  as scarce 
as the proverbial hen’s teeth, we would immediately 
in early life “put our house in order.”

Let the people who are enjoying the salubrious cli­
m ate of Polk county thank their luck s ta rs  th a t they 
do not live in a country where the school childen have 
to be escorted home a t noon and night by a cordon of 
men strung together lo r their own safety by ropes; 
where farm ers perish in a ttem pting to get in wood to 
replenish fires; where live stock freeze bolt upright 
and do thaw out sufficiently to fall over for weeks; 
where railway trains are frozen to the tracks and then 
buried beneath the drifting snows, and w here the m er­
cury freezes and the spirit therm om eter registers 54 
degrees below zero. It is enough for Oregonians when 
the whiff of the spent blizzard sends the m ercury down 
uncomfortably near zero, bursts w ater pipes, freezes 
house plants, and m akes the hens draw their feet up 
in their feathers and refuse to do their duty.

Our sheriff had the proper schem e doped out for any 
of the m arching arm ies from Portland th a t m ight in­
vade this portion of the county, and tha t was to a t  once 
put them  to work leveling up the city park. If they re­
fused to work they were to be sent on with empty 
bellies. The ltem izer is as desirous as any one to give 
work or assistance where it is needed and rightly due, 
but for this class we would not an te  up one penny, and 
think th a t every town tha t did feed them  but helped 
in continuing the sam e kind of a gam e with them. 
They conclusively proved a t every place they visited 
th a t they did not want work and would not work if pos­
sible to get out of it, and the m eeting of the ir dem ands 
to r food or shelter but aggravated their disease and 
provided for more trouble along the sam e lines by 
others of the sam e ilk. The m an who really wants 
a job can find it, if he will get out and hun t for it. It 
may not be just to his liking, and probably cannot be 
easily found in Portland, but it will provide food and 
shelter until spring opens up and work is again plenti­
ful. There Is hardly a farm er in Polk county but who 
would keep more cows if he could get men to milk 
them ; all of them generally have wood to cut, land to 
clear, or other w inter work, but have to let such Im­
provements go because the men who do apply for work 
would be unpofitable to the land owner. O ur advice 
is to puss on any m arching arm ies and to pass them  on 
hungry.

David Guthrie Telle of Pioneer 
Times in Polk County.

"I was born in Missouri on 
May 28, 1824,” said David G uth­
rie, an Oregon pioneer of 1845. 
“While I call Dallas my home, I 
spend considerable of my time 
visiting my two daughters, one 
of whom is in Corvallis and the 
o ther in Salem. My fa th e r’s 
people were Scotch and settled 
in Virginia, where my fa ther was 
born. My m other was also a 
Virginian, her name being Mar­
garet Phillips. After serving in 
the w ar of 1812, my fa ther mov­
ed to Kentucky, where he met 
my m other and where they were 
m arried in 1814.

“When I was 22 years old, I 
started  for Oregon. This was in 
May, 1846. Meadows Vander- 
pool was the captain of our train. 
1 was driving a  team  for Thofas 
Crowley, who settled in Polk 
county. We had planned to 
come by the regular route, but 
a t Fort Hall we met Jesse Apple- 
gate, Moses Harris, David Goff, 
John Owens and Henry Bogus. 
Jesse Applegate told us th a t they 
had just explored a road into 
Oregon by the southern route. 
We decided to go by the road 
th a t had just been opened, as 
they told us it would be an eas­
ier road and shorter. Nearly 
100 wagons met a t Thousand 
Springs tow ard the middle of 
August, to take the new road. 
Mr. Applegate told us th a t that 
spring, in 1846, a num ber of the 
settlers in Polk county had de­
cided to explore a m ore feasible 
road into Oregon than  the one 
down the Columbia river, with 
all the  difficulties to be m et with 
from The Dalles on to the Wil­
lam ette valley. After m aking 
one a ttem pt to explore the road 
they found the party  was too 
small , so they returned and a 
new party  formed, consisting of 
Captain Levi Scott, John Scott. 
Jesse and Lindsay Applegate. 
Ben Burch, John Owens, Henry 
Bogus, Robert Sm ith, John 
Jones, Sam uel Goodhue, Will 
Parker, Mose Harris, Dave Goff. 
Ben Osborn and Will Sportsm an, 
lie  told us they had left Polk 
county late in June and had 
thoroughly explored thecountry 
by the southern  route and tha t 
it was the m ost practicable road. 
The rest of their party  were en­
gaged in locating the road be­
tween Fort Hall and Bear River, 
while Jesse Applegate and the 
men with him had come into 
Fort Hall for supplies. They 
were traveling with pack horses 
and I guess I am one of the first 
men to drive a wagon over the 
Anplegate cutoff. We were k>in- 
ed la ter by Captain Levi Scott, 
who stayed with us piloting us 
through south central Oregon, 
across the  m ountains and into 
the Rogue river country.

“We had considerable'sickness 
in our party. Jam es Carter, one 
of our party, died on the Hum ­
boldt river. His widow hated to 
have him buried looking so 
rough, so I shaved him a fte r  he 
was dead. Mrs. Carter, his wid­
ow, la ter m arried William B. 
P ra ther a t the hom e of Mr. and 
Mrs. John S tew art, a t w hat is 
now Corvallis, in 1847. They 
were the first white couple to be 
m arried in Benton county.

“There were 15 in the family I 
was w ith—the Crowleys. Eight

of them died before reaching
Oregon. We burled one of the 
children at Pacific Springs, near 
the divide over the Rockies. The 

: last of the family to die on the 
trip was M artha Leland Crowley, 
who died at whut used to be call­
ed Grave Creek, but is now call­
ed Leland creek, I believe. I was 
a carpenter and made coffins for 
the m em bers of our party  who 
died. We had no boards left 
when M artha died, but I knocked 
some boxes to pieces and made 
her a coffin. There were 26 
pieces of boards in her coffin. 
We buried her by the stream  and 
then corralled the cattle  over her 
grave so the Indians would not 
find her body and dig it up. We 
heard la ter the Indians had 
found the grave and dug her up 
to  get her clothes. In 1849, 
when I went to the mines, I stop­
ped to  visit her grave. I found 
her bones were scattered  all 
around, so I buried them  and 
piled stones over the grave.

“ I spent the sum m er of 1849 in 
California, working mostly on 
the middle fork of the American 
river. T hat fall I opened a store 
a t H angtow n. I cam e back to 
Oregon in the sum m er of 1850 
with som ething over $3000. I 
bought a good claim in Polk 
county for $400 and with the 
rest of the money I stocked it 
with blooded sheep and good 
horses and cattle. A year a fte r 
my return  to Oregon, in Septem ­
ber, 1851. I m arried Mary Ellen 
Davidson.”—Oregon Journal.
